Hopkins & Haley,
money brokers, received several rolls
from Donohoe, Kelly & Co. among a
draw of silver to pay the London and
San Francisco Bauk. The bank dis-
covered fraud and the spurious rolls
were immediately returned through
tbe channels by which they had ar-
rived. The Nevada Bauk counted all
its silver rolls on Monday, but uo bo-
gus ones were found. That the swin-
dler lias confederates is probable as
many brokers have been victimized.

The skillfully executed gold five
dollar pieces which have been recent-
ly creating excitement in New York
and Washington, have turned up on
this coast, and were a few days ago
refused at the Bank of California, and
sent up to the mint to be assayed.
When the piece came to the mint it
was pronounced genuine by several
parties, whose experience with coin
of all descriptions entitled their judg-
ment to consideration. The pieces
were lighter in color than gold coin
here, but this was supposed to be on
account of its being coined at a Phila-
delphia mint, where for a number of
years the process of workiug the met-
al gave it a light color without in the
slightest degree detracting from its
value. The counterfeit was carefully
weighed and found to come up to the
standard.
