Santa Monica Items.

tbe railroad. It is sixty-tbree feet
deep and hue about five feet of excel-
le.it water in it. There is a free flow
of water, and it is believed that the
supply cannot easily be exhausted.

A. Mossmeyer, of San Francisco,
shipped 200 hogs fiom Santa Monica,
per steamer Gypsy yesterday after-
noon. They were a fine lot, the larg-
est weighing 565 pounds.

The hands of Los Angeles and
and Independence Railroad were all
paid off last Monday, and there was a
surplus left in the treasury, notwith-
standing it has been asserted that the
road is losing money.

There whs a little excitement down
at the wharf last Saturday. The small
fishing boat "76" befouled her anchor,
and drifted ashore.

The Los Angeles
and Senator also brought 500 oil cans,
consigned to M. Boukofsky, to be used
by the bee men to ship honey.

The new "Pavilion" near the hotel
is completed.

The floor has an
area of 2,400 square feet, which will
accommodate a large aumber of danc-
ers ; benches are arranged all arouud
tbe room for spectators; a music stand
is provided for the musicians, and the
building is so arranged with shutters
that it can be closed or opened on all
sides. We do not see how it can fail
to be a popular place of resort.

We spent about an hour last Sunday
at P. C. Mulloy's bee ranch in Cox's
Canyon, some six miles from Santa
Monica. He has 300 stands of bees,
and thinks he will average 200 pounds
of honey to the stand, which will
make 60,000 pounds. All of this honey
is a very superior quality, and will
bring the very highest market price.
S<> it will be seen that the "little busy
bee" is a very valuable insect in this
part of tbe world.

Bearing fl,r trees 1,0,0
E iUna,ed yl Id, lbs 25,0U0

Besides tlie aliove there are a great
many plum, prune, nectariue, apricot,
apple ami other fruit trees of which
no account was taken. Next year
they will form a very important fac-
tor in tbe prosperity of that thriving
settlement. The gentlemen who ob-
tained the above figures ascertained
that in 1877 there will he about 190,000
raisin grape vines, aud 10,000 peach
trees. Alden works may be regarded
as a foregone conclusion for Riverside
next year. The above facts and fig-
ures speak more eloquently ef the go-
aheaditiveness of our Southern neigh-
bors than any thing we could write.
