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Late Telegrams.
Sail Fraucisco News.

San Francisco, June 27th.--The
case of 8. Monroe vs J H Sayre, Sec-
retary of the Knickerbocker mining
company, is charged with misdemea-
nor in refusiug to allow an examina-
tion of the books was on trial iv the
city criminal court yesterday. The
case was given to the jury and after
being out 15 minutes they brought in
a verdict of guilty.

A number of those who lost money
and property during the late war with
Mexico met last night in the pioneer
hall for the purpose of consultation.
The matter for claims fordamage done
by the armies has been referred to Sir
Edward Thornton and as the time for
making awards expires July Ist an
extension of time will probably be
asked for. About 52,000,000 damages
claimed by parties here.

The entrance was effect-
ed through the parlor window, and a
large amount of silver and plated
ware taken.

A cigar dealer, named Licthenstien,
has been arrested on charge of forging
the name of C. J. McDonald to a draft
on the Uuited States Sub-Treasury for
$140.

The Board of Supervisors last night
reconsidered the resolution allowing
Are crackers to be fired on the 4th, but
the adolescents of tbe city have little
fear ot the law before them and are al-
ready firing crackers, bombs, etc., off
in l he streets and lots.

A fire alarm was c.< used last night
by an explosion iv a grocery store on
the south-east corner of Willow and
Falsom streets; The origin of the fire
Is mysterious, first intimation of
danger being a general illumination.
Loss about $15,000.

EASTERN NEWS.

St. Louis.

St. Louis, June 26th.?The Hen-
dricks men are feeling more confident
this morning than yesterday. Gen.
Manson, who is working very judi-
ciously for Indiana's favorite, has as-
surances ofsupport from States not
before counted on. After the first
ballot it is expected that he willmake
decided gains. A Hendricks band is
now parading the streets, much to the
gratification of crowds of people.

Meauwhile the anti-Tilden leaders
who are seeking for somebody strong
enough to carry Ohio, Indiana and
New York, are working with great en-
ergy.

A preliminary conference was held
in parlor No. 2 of the Southern Hotel
last night, which was attended by
representatives from different delega-
tions opposed to Tilden. Speeches
were made by Roger A. Pryor, John
Kelly and others which were received
with a good deal of enthusiasm. The
object of the meeting of the committee
wiis to see what they can count on.
They report that they are strong
enough to defeat Tilden. They indi-
cated no choice.

This meeting has been responded to
by work on the part of Tilden that
willcount in the convention. The
delegations of Mississippi and Wis-
consin held meetings and agreed to
cast the vote of each delegation solid
for Tilden. This is a decidedly import-
ant gain. The same kind of work is
being done with other, delegations,
and Tilden managers express the
greatest confidence of ultmate success
in spite of the efforts of Tammany.

It is now believed the two-thirds
rule will stand. None of the friends
ofprominent candidates seem to have
courage to attack it. "Ifit does stand"
said a delegate, "Tilden is beaten."
No doubt somebody will raise this
question when the time comes and
there willbe a desperate contest.

The St. Loui* Convent ion.

St. Lor is, June 27th. ?The indica-
tion is that Tilden will have 251J votes
OB the first ballot, 30£ short of the ma-
jority. Hancock will probably have
67, Bayard 11, Hendricks 44*, and
Parker 9. The greenback men head-
ed by Gideon Tucker will be refused
seats in the Convention.

The weather this morning is in-
tensely hot. A salute of 38 guns will
be fired iv honor of the opening of the
Convention.

The Merchants exchange where the
Convention assembled Is handsomely
decorated with flags and flowers both
inside and out. Gov. Seymour of
New York has announced that he will
not be a candidate in this Convention.
Tilden men are still confident, though
some of Hendricks friends claim the
selection of Wattersou as temporary
chairman will injure his chances on
account of the hostility rf Waterson to
Hendricks. They claim the selection
of Watteraon was an insult to Indiana
men. It is said the Convention can-
not conclude its labors for three days.

At 12:15 Augustus Schell of New
York called the Cqu vent ion to order.

Mr. Schell concluded by presenting
Henry W Wattersou of Kentucky the
choice of the National committee for
temporary chairman.

Messrs. Ransom of North Carolina
and Barnum ofConuecticut were ap-
pointed a committee to couduct Wat-
teraon to the chair.

Mr. Watterson was received with
cheers and said: The mission of this
convention was to decide by its wis-
dom whether honesty should be restor-
ed to the government or by its follyto
keep people in the same old rule of
partisan lines under which rogues
stole and honest people were robbed.
Mr. Watterson continued at length
closing with a recommendation for
hard money currency and an appeal
for harmony. ne was frequently
cheered.

Bishop Murrin then offered a pray-
er after which the Chair announced a
temporary Secretary.

Mr. Abbott, of Massachusetts, of-
fered resolutions that the rules of the
last convention govern this until
otherwise ordered.

Mr. Littlejohn of New York wished
to know if those rules included what
is known as the 2-3 rule. Chair said it
did. Mr. Littlejohn said all right and
the resolution was adopted.

Senator Wallace of Perm., moved a

reconsideration of the rule and claim-
ed it was forestalling the action of the
Committee on permanent organiza-
tion.

New York, June 27th.?The Her-
ald's St. Louis special says that Til-
den is still the favorite, with Hancock
strong for second choice. Hendricks,
Thurman and Allen are getting weak.
Delaware will cast her vote ou the
first ballot for Tilden.

Tbe editorials of the Herald say it
considers Tilden to be the strongest
candidate before tbe convention, but
does not consider it a strength upon
which he can depend. They refer to
the elements dividing the Democratic

f)arty, and the antagonism against
lim in his own State, aud think he
would do well to withdraw. A ticket
like Thurman and Parker would unite
and save the party.

Drowned at Sea.

A Han Diego exchange of the 23d
has the following:

A melancholy accident occurred ou
tin! trip down tbe coast of tbe barken-
tine Fremont, which arrived iv thia
port from Puget Sound the other day
with a cargo of lumber for Gilbert &
Brother. Captain Crawford furnishes
the following particulars: On tbe 10th
of Juue, at about seven o'clock
in the evening, when about 60 miles
offCape Mendocino, and going at the
rate of about six knots an hour, the
mate, J. M. Butler, fell from the after
house, striking the rail and falling
thence into the sen. Captain Craw-
ford and the man at the wheel saw
him fall overboard, and tbe Captain
ordered the vessel hove to, und ran for
tbe boat. Tbe man at the wheel thew
overboard a hatch, which struck with-
in twenty feet of the mate, who was
an expert swimmer, but he he was
seen only about two minutes. Tbe
boat was quickly lowered and mann-
ed, and diligent search was made for
the unfortunate man, but nothing
was seen of him. It being broad day-
light, and no trace of the mate to be
seen, the boat picked up the hatch and
orders were reluctantly given to re-
turn to the vessel. A dense fog setting
in, the Fremont was put on her course
arriving at Han Diego on tbe evening
of the 19th instant. Mr. Butler was
about 30 years of age, and came from
Memphis, Tennessee, to this country.
He was a good man, an excellent sea-
man, and rest, c .ted by all who knew
him. It is iposed that he was seri-
ously injured in striking the rail of
the vessel, so that be was unable to
swim and sank immediately. Muoh
sorrow was felt on board for his loss
and the passage down was a gloomy
one.

Color Cure for Insanity.

The theory that colors have an In-
fluence upon diseases of the brain la
being practically tested in Italy, and
with results that are stated to be as
encouraging as they are extraordinary.
In a recent communication to theMe-
dio-Physiological Society ofParis, Dr.
Ponza describes the practice pursued
in an asylum for the insane at Ailes-
sandra, Italy, where the trial of the
color-cure has been highly successful.
The following instances were cited as
illustrations of the treatment and its
effects: "Ataciturn aud melancholy
lunitic who rarely ate of his own ac-
cord, was made to lie down in a room
with red glass windows and the walls
painted red. In three hours he was
lively and gay and asked for food. An-
other patient was accustomed to pass
the day with his hands contracted ov-
er his mouth, to keep out poisoned
air. He lay down for a time in the
same red room. The following day
he ate heartily, and from that time
forth was cured. A violent maniac
for whom a strait-jacket was neceasa-
rp, was kept in a room with blue glass
and walls; in an hour he was much
calmer. Another man was cured by
being kept in a violet room. Dr. Pon-
za canaiders that the treatment might
be applied in various cases of nerve-
diseases, such as chorea, hysteria, ep-
ilepsy, etc.; and he thinks the violet
color adapted to give the best results.
It is known to have a marked influ-
ence on animals and plants; the for-
mer fatten rapidly in violet light; and
plants, under a cover of violet glass,
grow with an unwonted vigor. Fol-
lowing P. Seechts'advice Dr. Ponza
constructs his colored chambers with
an Eastern or Southern exposure."
These reports seem incredible, yet
there is probably a foundation for
them in the soothing influence on the
brain and nervous system of subdued
colors and softened lights.
