Commissioners by the Governor, whoare required to
take and subscribe an oath to value the lands fair-

W hile the Commissioners are not restricted by the
bill from placing a higher estimate on the lands than
they sold for in 1838, they are prohibited by the 2d
section of tke bill from valuing any lands lower than
the minimum price placed upon them by the act of
1836, under which they were sold. By that act the
Cherokee lands were divided into five classes : the 5th

|‘:'l‘hce; public Jands of this State were not acquired
by purchase, but by conques, and in that conquest,
the ancestors of the people of my district contributed
their full share. Alter the close of the Revolutiona-
ry war, by which those lands were acquired, a large |
number of the soldiers engaged in that struggle for
freedom, being paid oft in continental inoney which
was valueless, and being destitute of homes, hecame |
the pioneers of the West. The first”polizy of the
State in the disposition of her public domain was
founded in a spirit of liberality. The lands east of
the Alleghany range of mountains, includii.g the lands
now occupied by the constituents of the Senators from
Burke and Rutherford, mach superior to the lands in
Cherokee County, were disposed of at from five to
ten cents per acre, and a part of the purchasers wzre
allowed to make payment in deer skins.

This liberal policy to setilers continued west of
the Alleghany ran.e of mountains, until the lands
were sold in Haywood and Macon counties under
the act of 1820. Under that act a new policy was
adopted, and the Siate commenced a system of spec-
ulation upon the citizens of those counties. The
pioneers, instead of being permitied to purchase their
homes at from five to ten cents per acre, were com-
pelled to pay from fifiy cents to four dollars per acre, '
and as much more as bidders could be found to offer,
without pre-emption rights to protect them against for- |
eign competition ; and they were compelled to pur-:
chase their own improvements, which added fifty per
cent to the value of the lands, or lose their labor.

Under this policy of the Siate, a large number of
the settlers on the public lands were deprived of their
homes, and eompelled to remove farther west. i

Under the Cherokee treaty of 1828, the United
States were to pay the Cherokee’s, who emigrated
west, for theirimprovements abandoned. The agent
of the United States invited whites to move ints the
county of Cherokee and settle there. A large num-
her of the pioneers who had been deprived of their .
homes in the counties of Macon and Haywood, moved
in and settled those improvements, To effect their
removal they had to pass over high mountains along
Indian trails which wound round ravines and precip-
ices through a wilderness thirty miles in extent, sub-
jecting themselves and families 1o dangers and hard-
ships that none but the Indian or hardy pioneer would
have encountered. This emigration principally took
place in 1832-"3. They made new improvements,
and enlarged those lefi by the Indians, and packed
their supplies either from Macon county or the State
of Tennessee. In the year 1835, a treaty was con-
cluded with the Cherokees of Georgia, who had
been deprived of their laws and dispossessed of their
lands by that State. By this treaty thus made, the |
cession of the lands occupied by the Cherokees in |
North Carolina held under a grant from the State, '
was claimed to have been ceded without their knowl-
edge orconsent. As might have been expected they
manifested great opposition to the treaty, and it be- |
ecame necessary for the United States to send into.
the country a large namber of troops to coerce the
Indians to remove.

This created a demand for provisions far beyond |
the supplr; corn advanced to $1,50 per bushel and |
everything else in proportion; money becameabundant,
and the sellers, anxious to retain their homes, bid as |
high as they were able to pay the one eighth, re-|
quired to be paid down at the sale of 1838. Theag-
gregate quantity sold was 190,440 acres, which ac-
cording to the prices fixed thereon by the State, as '
the minitanm price which she was willing to take for |
those lands, amounted to $86,031 45; whereas under
the circumstances stated they sold for $332,591 93,
being $246,560 48, more than the State’s valuation.
Of this sum $46,450 75 was paid down, which added
to subsequent payments the State has already receiv- |
ed for those lands, $187,656 22, being more than.
double the amount the State was willing to take for
these lands. The United States troops having com- |
pleted the removal of the Indians except such indi- |
viduals as remained and became subject to the laws
of the State, as provided for in the 12th article of

* the treaty, removed with the Indians westin the ear- |
ly part of 1839. On the removal of the troops the
price of produce depreciated—corn that had command- |
ed $1 25 per hushel, fell to 25 cents. The money |
paid for the lands being expended in the eastern por- |
tionof the State, the country was almost entirely de- |
prived of a circulating medium.

In my judgment it is the trae policy of the State
not to oppress any of hercitizens. * % ® [Estab-
lish, then, a new Board ot Auditors, who shall asssess
the fair cash valuation of the residue of the lands,
and allow all purchaser’s to retain them at that valua-
tionand be releived of the excess.

By this course you will secure the speedy settle-
ment of this protracted indebtedness and long vexed
subject; grant relief to an oppressed but patriotic
people, and attach good citizens to the State; while
by the contrary exacting process, you ruin many, and
compel others, in order to save something from the
general wreck, to abandon their homes, to quit the
State, and leave nothing at last for the satisfaction of
their indebtedness but the intrinsic value of the land
itself.

I commend this subject to the generous and equit-
able consideration of the Legislature.” X .

Gov. Reid has followed this recommendation of his
predecessor by making a similar recommendation.

The amendments offered by the Senator from Burke
which kave been voted down, if adopted would only
have defeated the relief bill, but the amendment now
offered by the Senator from Rutherford, if adopted,
will not only defeat the relief bill, but prevent the
construction of any portion of the Western Turnpike.
The amendment proposes the repeal of the act of
last session which authorizes the construction of that
road, and translers back to the Treasury all the Cher-
okee bonds and lands pledged for that use to pay
debts created for the purpose of constructing Improve-
ments in other portions of the State, and as an argu-
ment against the bill and in favorof his amendment,
he has informed the Senate * that the lands in Chero-
kee are worth every dollar they sold for, and that the
Western Turnpike is a great humbug.” Asa proof
that the Senator is not a very good judge of the val-
ue of land, or is mistaken in the value of lands in the
county of Cherokee, upwards of thirty tracts which
were valued by the Board of Commissioners for less
than one half of what was due for them under the
sales of 1838, have not been taken up, no person be-
ing found willing to pay the price placed upon them
by the Commissioners. This proves that the former

enough, and that the price they sold for in 1838, was
more than double their real value.

Under these circumstances, if you reject the bill,
can the State recover more than the lands are worth ?
‘The purchasers have fourteen years to make payment.
A large portion of the original purchasers have paid
their debts to the State by removing to the far West,
and settling in States where a more liberal policy
prevails, and have conveyed their interests to others,
not bound to the State; and if this bill be rejected
with a few exeeptions, the remainder of the purch-
asers will follow their example, and the State will
then be compelled to sell the land after the improve-
ments fall into decay,and can she sell it for more than
its present value?! |1 contend thatit is the interest
of the State to pass the bill, for the following reasons :

1st. It secores the value of the land.

2d. It secures payment in four instead of fourteen
years,

3d. It will subject all the lands in Cherokee held
under certificates to the payment of taxes. The land

such a thing was not really desired by his constitu- |
ents.

A praiseworthy thing on the part of the
General Aasem}:{y at the late session was the passage
of an Act providing for a general Agricultural, Geo-
logical, Mineralogical, and Botanical survey of the
State.
