faith, whenever it shali best suitits seeret, dark, and
unhallowed purposes; and henceforth to regard no
other law than that of passionate Dnpulse and arbi-
trars proseription, which has ever beeu the last re-
gort of those powers only that liave attempted to
shicld the most gigantic wrongs under the danger-
oua plea of necessity and ahsolitie anthority.

Rexolred, That, in our opiuion, the time has ar-
rived for the alarm to be sounded in the ears of the
people of Connecticut, and to inform thicm of a'se
cret order in their midst whick is striking a blow in
tha dark against our institutions of civil and religi-
ous liberty, and which, if suffcred to go on, wiil soon
destroy all we prize most dear iu religion, politics
and worals,

Resolred, That we feel that we should prove false
to our obligations to God and our ccuntry if we
were to keep silent at such a time as this, and that
we hereby set forth to the people, the following ex-
position of the order, and the objections which arise
in onr minds to the principles of its organization and
eet . :

On ocur adwnission to (his order we had given to
us the solewn pledge and assurance thst no obiiga.
tions would be imposed upon us which would con-
fiict with these we had already taken, and owed to
God, our country, snd our families. For the sole
reason thet we acted s we were bound to do under
the constitution of the State, and that we honstly
complied with our sacred obligations as electors, we
were cjected from the order, anathematized as un-
werthy of respeet, undeserving of any conlidence or
trustin any business transaction, and as deserving
only the scoin and reproach of ali good men. We
were subjected to the wost fearful denunciations be-
cause we would not surrender up to this most ac-
cursed of all despotisms our freedom of citizenship,
and degrade ourselves down to the ignowminious ser-
vitude of wearing a mastiff’s collar.

In view of such things, what honest man would
contend that any obligations which might be impos-
ed by tne order are in the least binding or entitled
toa moment’s respect? Who would not go rather
one step farther, and say that man is guilty of per-
jury in the highcst degree who would act with the
order against his own hounest convictions?

We believe il the parent for such a cause disowns
the offspring, the obligation to keep the seccrets of
svch a parent is forever absolved, and the light of
day should be perwitied to penetrate into the dark
yecesses of this institution, so worthiess, and at the
sattie tiine so dunfgerovus and destructive te the geni-
us of Ameiican institutions. It is arrayed in war-
fare against the whole machinery of u republivan
government,

It has enticed the people from their homes in the
stiil hours of darkness, and at its numerous places
of meeting bound them to its foul and fearful pur-
poses by administering the most horrid oaths, with
one hand resting on the Bible, and the other raised
toward Heaven to yield themselves unreservedly to
the control of this secret power, and cven to deny to
their families and the world that they hold connex-
ion with the order.  No person is permitted to hold
an opinion which has not the sanction of the sclf-
constituted mouth-pieces of the party. Within this
temple of superstition Sir Oracle reigns supreme.
The devotee who worships at its shrineits complete-
ly unmanned. He no longer feels nor acts his lor-
mer sell.  In secret be steals away bke a conspira-
tor to the place where the most inveterate hatred is
engendered against the descendants and countiy-
men of those bruve men whose hervic valor assisted
in achicvirg the liberties which we now enjoy. In
the same manner, and often at the hour of mid-
night, he gropes his way back to Lis lamily again
to repeat the hundred-times told lie of no connexion
with this order.  So much falsehood in the fumily
circle, where the utmost confidence, truthiulness,
and harmony should exist, has a direet tendeney to
preduce suspicion and mistrust on the part of wives
and mothers towards their husbands and sons;
hence we find in every town wherea council exists
the fewmale portion of the community are spesking
out beldiy their woral indignation against an order
whose influence is so wanifestly banelul upen all
who are conneeted with it, whether nearly or re-
mo ely.

He who does not bere behold the sure workings
of demoraiization and ruin must indeed be a poor
moralist

But all these are evils of small magnitude and con-
sideration when compared with sowe other gigantic
wrongs with which it labors to curse our land. The
scattering of a few picees of 7ed puper of a peculiar
shape obliges every ** brother” to arm himself with
bowie knife and revolver or other deadly weapous,
and foilow the beck of their leader even to the shed-
ding of blood. The Cincinnati, Louisville, St. Louis,
and other fearful and bloody know nothing riots,
are hut the legitimate works of the order, and but
the beginuing of such scenes as were enacted on

the soil of France under red republican rule,

Those who control and manage the affairs of this
corrapt coucern are in it for the spoils of office! and
no means, however desperate, are left untried to
compass this end.

Sporr-#orSED ok Drruay Cartrie.—The short- |
horned Durliam, or more properly the “improved |
ghert-horn,” it is now unguestionably established, is
the miost profitable breed of cattle for wmeat or mul |
extant, provided they are furnished with a sufi-
cieney of healthfal and nutritious food, and ave ju- !
diciously bred. The rveasons for this are vbvious |
enough, as no animal arrives so easily at maturity, |
few supply meat superior in quality, and none give |
a greater abundance of milk, than it dueg, when
properly crossed with other breeds. Tt has some-
time been urged, however, that short-hgrned cows
are liable to obesity, patchiness, or a dv (Setive state
of the adipose tissue, plethora, scrofu’a, and their
consequents—chronie or acute pleurisy and paeun-
monia, phthisis, and other pulmonary complaints
milk fever, &e., &e.  The majority of these diseases,
it is true, is unfortunately the ease, and ne doubt !
in wany instances, they are hereditury.  Dof, ad- |
witting such to be the fact, it by no means foilows |
that the short-herig are mere subject fo the ubove |
named complaints than the Hercefords and Devang,
nor even so much so: for the fact of earlier maturity |
being iu favor of the foriner, proves the zreatest de-
gree of health, while experience correborates more
forcibly this conciusion. Tt has also occasionally
been asserted that, in ancther particular, the short-
horns sre deficient; that is, they are considered to
be but indifferent milkers. This ohjection ean read-
ily be overcome by crossing the best imported short -
horned breeds with our ordinary cows, hy means of |
which good milkers can generally be insnred.

The merit of laying the foundation of this breed
has been conceded to Charles Colling, of Ketton,
near Darlington, in England; but that impreved
ghort-horns existed long before his day cannot he
doubted, as the spirit of improvement in the breed-

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INSTUCTIONS TO COMMODORE McCAULEY.

In cansequence of the many idl&apecuhtion_s and
“perversions, «ays the Waslington Union, which have

It will be seen that the in-
gtrietions Lo CommodoreMeCauley arecxplicit, firm,
amd decided, whilst they manifest a proper regard
for the waintanance of pacific relations with Spain.
They remove all room for doubt us to the wisdom
and decision which have mar:ed the policy of the
administration in regard-to the late aggressions per-
petrated by Spanish officiuls, showing, as they clear-
ly do, that the rights of our citizens and the honor
of our nation cannot be infringed with impunity.—
That the presence of Commotore McCauley in the
gulf, with instructions so distinct and emphatic, has
exerted a happy influence in preserving peaceful re-
lations with Spain, admits of no further doubt. But
the instructions are so tull and direct to the points
in issue that further comment is unnecessary. They
are as follows:
Uxsimtep States Navy DEPaRTMENT,
Washingion, April 10, 1855.}

Stk :—The department has determined to assign
you to special duty, and place you temporarily in
command of the home squadron, .

Reposing confidencein your prudence, experience,
and patriotism, I have selected you for the discharge
of certain duties, always delicate and responsible,
the proper execution of which way involve ques-
tions of national honor and peace.

Recent eveats in Cuba, and on the high scas in
the vicinity of that island, are of a character caleu-
lated not merely to attract attention and excite the
solicitude of this government, but to call for con-
stant vigilanee on your part, in order that the rights
of our countrymen and the interests of our com-
werce may be neither wantonly assailed nor cave-
lessiy diveegarded. It is hardly necessary that 1
should undertake to reeite with particuiarity all the
circumstunces which are worthy of yeur considera-
tion, but | deem it proper to call your attention to
the conduct of the commmander of the Spanish frig-
ate Ferrolana in firing at the Urited States mail
steamer ** El Dorado,” and subjecting thnt vessel to
delay, visitation, and searcii about cight iniles from
Cape fan Auatonio—an occurrence which, if approv-
ed by tise Spanish authorities, is likely todisturb the
triendly relations between the two governments, and
a course of proceeding which, if persisted in, cannot
but proveke collision,

[ need not remind you, Commodore, that the
right of visitstion or search of our vessels on the

Ligl seas is one the existence of which the United |

States bave steadily refused to recogaize, #nd the
exercise of which they will with equal finuness ever
refuse to tolerate,

The President instructs me to say to you that if
any officer in command of a ship-ef-war be present
when an outraze of the character heretolore men-
tioied is perpuetrated on a vessel rightfuliy bearing
onr flag, he will promptly  incerpose, relicve the ar-
rested Awmerican ship, prevent the exercise of the
assumed right of visitation or scarch, and repel the
interferonee by force.  The President is not unmind-
ful of the proscatdistarbed condition of Cuba..  Bat,
whitever weight may be attached to these consider-
ations, the exeited appreiensions of the authorities
of that islald, arising, it is believed, out of the con-
dition of its iuternal affairs, and not fro: any move-
ment in this conntry in violation of our neutrality
laws, can work no suspension of national law, nor
reconcile a submission to the vidlation of any right
resulting from the law of nations or treaty stipulia-
tions, The United States scek no collision with
Spain.  The officers of our navy are desired and ex-
pected serupulously to observe the law of nations
and uniforiuly to exwend all courtesy aml respect to
the flags of other powers, But these rales do not
reguire consent for a-moment o the deliberate vio-
lation of principles held sacred by the United States,
and without the observance of which peace, however
desirable, eannot be maintained,

The conduct of the authorities of Cuba in over-
hauling and searching our vessels eaniot rest on the
grounll of teriitorial jurisdietion, and this govern-
went denivs the existence of any state of facts
warrant the excriise of beliigerent rights, Your
instruetions are cpniined to easesarising on the high
suns, bechuse, as at present advised, the offensive
acts which have been committed are of that charace-
ter,  Oilier ollensive acts, however, undoubredly

might occur within the proper territorial jurisdic- |

tion of Cuba, fo whick this government coull ot
and vould not submit for o woment. Should such
a cuse arise, you will immediately report the faets to
this departinent, and awsait further st cctions, un-
less your prompt interpesition shiould become neces-
sary for the preservation of the lives and property
of the citizens of the United States,

Accompanying this despateh yoa will- receive a
copy of the recent letter of Mr, Marey, Secretary of
State, to Mr. Cueto, the Sp.unish minister at Wash-
ington, to which your attention is specially invited,
as sctting forth with distinetness and force the views
entertained by the President on this subject.

The vessels constituting the home squadron, un-
der your command, for the present, are the San Ja-
cinto, Captain Stribling ; the Jamestown, Captai-
Crabbe; the Falmouth, Commander Shaw: the
Princeton, Commander Eagle, and the Fu'ton, Licu-
tenant Commanding Mitchell ; to which other vessels
will be added at the carliest practicable moment.

The Jamestown, Captain Crabbe, having been
originally assigned as the flag-ship of the Alrican
sgquadron, is designed, only temporarily, to form a
part of the home squadron, and is probably now on
her way to Key West, at which point, after touch-
ing at Havanz, she will await your instructions, 1
enclose you a copy of my: instructions 1o Captain
Crabbhe. '

The departinent desires you to proceed immedi-
ately to Philadelphia, where the steam-frigate San
Jacinto is.now lying, and designed as the flag-ship
of the home squadron, =aud, after hoisting vour
broad pendant on board of that vessel, ron will di-
rect your course first to Havana, at which place you
will geek an interview with our acting consul, pro-
care from L ol the information bearing upon the
duties of the home squadron, and then regulate your
cruiging, and the movements of the ships under your
command, with a view to the protection of the rights
and interests of your country,

I deem it unnecessary, Commodore, to multiply
suggestions to one of your long experience and ex-
cellent judgment, or to enlarge upor@the importance
of doing everything in your power to preserve .lis-
cipline and to promote a cheerful and contented spir-
it among the officers and men under your command,

You will avail yourself of every opportunity to

keep the department advised of your movewments and

the condition of affairs within the limits of your
station.

Perhaps no man in this city was better known than -

the above, In probity, honorable tranwctions, and
business dealings he was cqualed by few, and as a
shrewd caiculator regarding the changes and uncer-.
tainties in the commercial world, and as a man who
well knew how to foresee and profit in business deal-
ings by the state of various_markets, he could not
perhaps be equaled by another man in this city. His
age was about 45; he was of a quick temperament,
fond of excitement sure in his calcalations, and his
deductions on. all matters evinced an uncommon
power of mentally weighing the scale of chances so
as to make his opinion almost generally one worthy
of claiming attention. Tn'a word, he was one of
those men who love to have their hands fall of affairs
so as to keep them in constant excitement.

THE DAY PREVIOUS TO LIS SUICIDE.

During a portion of Tucsday, he was in town at
business in his capacit§ of Flour Inspector, both at
his store on B@ingbrook street and in other parts
of the city. He saw a number of persons on busi-
ness matters but seemed rather to prefer being alone,
and while talking to others on business transactions,
a prior object of greater mental interest seemed to
be working i his mind. He appeared less excited
and interested ¢ general atfnirs than usual, and
looked as if he had some uurd mental problem to
sclve, to the labor of which he desired to be left
alone. Onthat day he saw Mr. F. Pace aund told him
the store he had been preparing on Ol street was a
great deal of trouble to him. He also wished to
kuow if the doors and windows could not be yeplacd
as formerly. To other persons his discourse was
abrupt, he would make a quick remark and then
walk up and down as if in deep thought.

In the afternoon he went home Yo his residence
on the hill side in Blandford. Sowne of hix children
were at home, and his wife was absent in the conn-
try. but expected back daily. He gave some orders
to his servants relative to house-keeping affairs,
seemed to lovk with anxiety for the ears from City
Point, and to those who saw+him he appeared calmer
than usua', ax iff he had made up his mind for some
objcet nnd resolved not to ailow anything to turn
his nmin attention away frormi it. A person ealled to
gee hius, and he sent o message that he could attend
to ne farther Lusiness that day. e also sent toa
neighibor's for one of his little daughters, and tonk
Lo in Biis armis and hugged her with an unnsual de-
gree ol atleetion.  He gave her a piece of money to
amuse her.  He told the servant he did not need
any dinner, and wouid not have anything till his
fvife came.

ACTIONS JUST BEFORE COMMITTING SUICIDE,

In the evening he was in his room very busy wri
ting ictters at a small writing table, and remained =o
cuzployed Gl 'ate in the night., The members of
the fawsily present retired about the nsinl hour, about
10 o'clock, and soon no lights could be scen any-
where around except in the bedereom of the decea-
sed.  Having written a number of letters, he took
off his coat, vest and hoots, and as if to think wheth-
er there were any other points ke had to make note
about, he threw himselfcarelesly upon his bed as if
to think and"ot to sleep or rest.

Having avianged all as he thonght for the regula .
tion of watters after his death, he took two small
single bariel pocket pistols, a four bladed knife and
a vazor, and descended into the cellar by astair case
from the dining room. Here he divested himself of
hiz pantaloons and laid them by behind a hox nart-
Iy filled with bran.  He next got into this hvan box,
and must have used the penknife partly for woond-
ing himself, as it was cast aside clotted with blood,
as were also the two pistols nefther of which had
been dischared.  Tle grasped the razor and the first
wound intlicted npon himself was a cireular cut of
about four or five inches in the abeomen from which
the intestines protrnded and fell on the bran in the
box. Finding that this would not terminate his ex-
istence speedily, he applied the razor to his throat,
and made a most fearfo’ wasch nearly from earto ear,
by which death was caus.d almost instantaneously.

DISCOVERY AND APPEARANCE OF THE BODY,

By carly dawn yesterday morning a felnle serv-
ant came to the cellar to get seme bran for the cow,
and stooping down 10 get some she saw the bady of
her master.  She ran away terrified and sereaming
“My God! Masaa Charles is dead!™ procceded to
alarm the neighborhood. A number of persons
came and saw that the body was cold in death and
had been so for a few hours; it was left in that state
till a jury should be summoned. At 10 o'clock
Coroner J. Davidson and the jurors examined and
recoguized the bady. It lay in the bran box on its
right side with limbs and arms bent up rigid in
death,  The left hand was firmly clinched, whiie
the right hand held the razor in a manner to give
the holder great power over the blade. The right
side of the body was all covered with clotted bland,
and a portion of the bowels lay near the body. The
whole aspect showed that the suicide had been per-
petrated with much pain and a resolution not to be
baulked.

On the bady were a pair of drawers, stockings,
shirt and inside shirt, and round the waist was tied
a black silk neckeichicl, whiciy upon being loosed,
disclosed three sealed letters carefully directed, one
to L. E. Stainback, his son, one to R G. Alfriend,
Esq., and one to Francis Pace, Esq.

Eleven jurers, with Mr. C. T\ Scott as foreman,
were summoned by Officer Peterson, and 10 testi-
mony could be adduced oiher than such facts as a!
ready stated above. The letter to the son was
opened and was merely one giving him good advice
for leading a moral and honorable hife in the world.
Mr. R. G. Alfriend opened the one agidressed to him,
and informed the jary that it was solely of a busi-
nesx nature, and made no allusion as to why the de-
ceased had committed suicide.

The letter to Mr. F. Pace was written as if by a
thick quili, and in the cover were two small notes
relative to bnsiness transactions between them —
The outside letter was read to the jury, and may
yet be published. It was well couched in friendly
termy, requesting Mr. Pace to see to the welfare and
advising of deceased’s son.  Italso stated that many
persons anight think he, (deceased,) had lost by
paimbiing, and ealled God to witness that such was
not the case, and that for a number of years back he
had lost nothing by eards or betting. It also recom-
mended an honest, upright business, and that if a
young man went into business with $100 capital he
£hould not involve himself iu debt, &c., beyond that
amount; and the same way if with §1000, &c.

The letter also spoke against the practice of bet
ting, however sure a party might be of winning, as
let the sum won by betting be any possible amount,
one wenth of such gained by business industry would
be for morc advantagenus and go better, In this
letter was pasted a printed advertisement of Fox,
the great clothier, in New York, which shows how
he began business poor and was now by industry a
wealthy man. And it also stated that the very name
of being addicted to betting injured a man's reputa-
tion for business. The letter in no way alluded to
the suicide, but its tenor gave all to understand that
the writer penned it firwly resolved never again to
see the party to whom it was addressed,

'The enquiry having ¢losed the jurors brought in a
verdict that the decessed, Francis Chavles Stainback,
had conie to his death by * Suicide,”

There were a number of friends and acquaintances
of deccased present at the inguest, and aftes the jurors
had-seen the body, it was. duly prepared for inter
ment (which will pessibly take place this day.) It
scems that on the day before the suicide he wrote
other letters to friends and other parties.

Dear Sie:—T have availed myself of my carliest
leisur e, since my return from New York, to look into
your Documentary History of the Revolution in
South Carolina, and am much pleased with it.—
These letters, daguerrcotypes of the * tipes which
tried men’s gouls” present history in its most anthen

| tie, and not unfrequently in it most attractive form.

Some of them are important to the historian of the
Union,  and many of them are as interesting to the
people of North as of South Corolina.

I will be glad to bear of the early completion of
your work, and am particuly anxious to -see the de-
tails of the Snow+Camp campaign, and General
Williamson's account of the expedition against the
Cherokeesin 1776. General Rutherf rd, at the head
of 2,500 militia from this State, co-opmated with
Williamson in the expedition against the Chorokees,
We were fully represented in the Snow-Cap cam-
paign, and sabsequently, indeed, in all your princi-
pal Revolutionary battie-fields,

In connection with your book, T have spent a few
hours in turning over the leaves of Gov, Caswell's
Letter Books, two folios of 640 and 350 pages, which
are at preseut in my posession, by the courtesy of
our Governor. Gov, Caswell was called to the Exe-
cutive chair on the 18th of December, 1776, and

. remained in office until abont the begining of May,

1780, These volumes contain numerous letters from
Gevernor Ratledge, lienry Laurens, President of
the Continental Congress, Rawling, Lownds, Gener-
als Ash, Howe and Lillington, which will serve quite
as effectually to illustrate yonr annals as ours.

To one incident [ beg leave to call your attention,
On the 20th September, 1778, Cornelius Harnett,
one of our delegates to Congress, writes to Gov.
Caswell as follows : ** The South Carolina and Geor-
gia delegates are o incensed pgainst Gen. Robert
Howe, that he iz directed immediately to join Gen.
Washington at headquarters, and Gen. Lincoln is to
command in the Southern department. This gen-
tleman ix & valuable and experienced ofcer—he is
ordered to repair immediately to Charleston.”

“ By the resolve of Congress, enclosed to you by
his Excellency the President, you will find it is the
desire of Sonth-Carolina that vou shounld take the
command of the North-Carolina troops with the
rank :m‘d pay of a Major General in the Continental
service.” .

In 1780, imwediately
upon the expiration of his gubernatorial term, he
went to the head of our troops, with the rank and
promised pay of a Contincntal Major General, and
served ax such under General Gates in the disastrous
dofeat at Camden,

To return to Howe—on the 24th November, Har-
nett again writes to Uaswell, complaining in gencral
terms, that Howe's recall had been produced by
small and unworthy motives, personal and perhaps
feminine intrigues, and that although Congress had
yielded to these intiuences, diis abilities wery admit-
tedd, and a fair opportanity weuld in due timue be af-
forded for their display.

The Iate A. M. Hooper, Esq., in a biographical
sketoh, recently published in the University Ma :a.
zine, intimates that the pride of the two States was

touched by the ¢lection of a North Carolinan to the |

commund ef the Southern Department, when hese
States and not his own were the theatre of war:
and that Howe, from the beginning to the close of
hix career, was never cordially sustained by cither
of our Southern sisters,

It seems that on the 13th of August, 1778, there
was a hostile meeting at Cannonsburg, in your State,
between Hove and General Christopher Gadsden
the latter having refused te retract injurious redee-
Barnard Bee
was the second of Gadsden, ard General Charles
Pinckney of Howe, Howe's ball grazed Gadsden’s
car, the former was untouched, and they subse-
quently became warm friends, The celebrated Major
Andre made this duel the subject of a satirical
pvem of eighteen stanzas, which is preserved in
Johnson’s T'raditions and Reminiscences of the Rev-
olution, pu. 204, 5, 6.

Harnett had the best poss™hle reasons for sustain-
ing and cherishing the reputation of livwe. The
latter was not merely a gatlant soldier, bu. a pol-
ished gentleman of rave attaimments,  He is under-
stood to have been a scion of the noble stoek that
bea=s his name, and to have enjoved extensive inter-
course with good ~ociety at home and abroad. This
may bave been one reason for the extraordinary at-
tention which he reccived at the bands of S Hen-
ry Clinton. The proclamation of the latter, issued
“on board the Pallas, in Cape Fear river, in the pro-

' vinee of North Caroling,” oii the 5th May, 1776,

offered free pardon to ali such as should lay down
their arms, and subwit to the Jaws, “excepting only
from the benetit of such pardon, Carnelius Harnett
and Robert Howe.” On the following Sunday, be-
tween 2 and 8 o'clock in the morning, Y00 troops,
under the command of Lord Cornwallis, landed in
the county of Brunswick, and ravaged Howe's plan-
tation. These incidents, and his brilliant services in
the defence of Norf#k, were sufiicient inducements
to the Continental Congress to place him at the
head of our forces in the Soathern Department. Can
you supply me with satisfactory proof of the real
causes which produced his recall?

The General Assembly of this State, at the last ses-
sion autkorized the Governor to appeint an agent 10
coileet docnmentary information, in relation to the
history of North Carolina, with authority in his dis-
eretion to visit the mother country for this purpose.
I have, at the request of Gov. Dragg, given svmne at-
tention to our domeslic sourees, and have succeeded
in securing somu interesting papers,

The original Letter Book ot Gov. Tryon, contain.
ing his official correspondence trom October, 1764, 10
December, 1771 ; and the minutes of the Council
from April, 1765, to June, 1771, presenting his views
of the commotions produced by the passage of the
Stamp Act, and the details of the war with the Reg-
ulators. A folio of 630 pages isin the hands of the
copyist at Cambridge, under the generous supervi-
sion of Jured Sparks, LL. D,

Your forthcoming voluimnes promise (o obviate the
necessity of much research awong your public -ar-
chives. Inthe Charleston Library, nevertheless, and
especially in the files of revolutionary newspapers
preserved there, which my friend Dr. Joseph John-
son has alrcady ¢xamined for me, with good results,
I hope to find interesting materials for history, which
do not come within the range of dyfmn- collections.
Can you direct my attention to Other depositories |
within your State of like promise?

I ‘hope in'due time ‘to be able to examine the col-
lections of the Histerical Society of Georgia, at Sa-
vannah, swhich T suppose contain rich treasures of
information, nothmerely in relation’to Georgia, but the
entire South.
