Messrs. Editok8 : I am truly glad to learn that an

Unusual degree of interest is likelj' to be manifested
in regard lo our ensuing State air. Now, this is

as it should be j and 1 would urge upon our citizens
tbo vital importance of their acting in concert with
the Executive Committee in endeavoring to make
the next far superior to, and more satisfactory than,
any of the previous Fairs that have been held at
Baleigh. Let there be coiiitnilteesappoiiited, whose

duty it shall be to ascertain, certainly, to what ex-

tent our citizens generally, will assist our hotels in
entertaining those who attend the Fair; and let the
individual members of this committee take it upon
themselves to ascertain, precisely ', the number of de-

cent, well-behav- visitors each family can enter-

tain, not gratuitously, but at a reasonable price ;

and let the aggregate number, in connection with
those the hotels can entertain, be published in each
of our City papers, for two or three weeks, previous
to the Fair. Let us ascertain, certainly, tho num-

ber we can accommodate, and then let the fact be
known and relied on, and we shall bave the "whole
State here," provided we could accommodate them!

Now, Messrs. Editors, I am a citizen of Raleigh,
and am as far from saying anything derogatory to

its hospitality or its good name as any one; but it
ii notorious that a great deal has been said, hereto-
fore, in regard to the want of accommodations for
t lose a'ti nding our Faiis. Whether there was oc-

casion for as much dissatisfaction as existed, is not
my purpose to enquire. Probably a great many
perso is expect m i e accommodations that it is eith-

er convenient or possible to afford at such crowded
limes. It seem? lo mo if I could get enough sub-

stantial food, and be provided with tolerably com-

fortable lodgings, by paying a fair price for it at
such times, 1 should not complain. Well, to re-

turn : Raleigh has, at all events, been abused for its
want of hospitality, whether justly or not; and I
propose, that inasmuch as the Fairs are held here
which, I conceive, are of incalculable advantage to
Raleigh a greater interest than usual be manifested
by our citizens generally, in regard to this matter.
If we do the best wo can, we can certainly entertain
a vast concourse of persons at our annual Fairs;
and if more attention is not paid to the entertain-
ment of those who visit Raleigh at such times, the
Fair movement must and will inevitably go down.
The fact is, Fairs cannot be sustained without per-

sons to attend them; and if the people are informed
that they will meet with accommodations, and are
not deceived, they will pour in annually from the
mountains and the seaboard, and from all quarters
of the State. And then, the benefits arising from
these Fairs are not confined alone to Raleigh ; the
incalculable advantages arising from them pertain
to the whole State. And must they go down, from
a lukewarmness, and an indisposition on our part
to do what we can to entertain the thousands who
would annually attend them ? Why, sirs, through
their instrumentality, I look upon the day as being
not far distant, when our beloved old State will not
only abound in the most choice and delicious fruits
of every kind; but also when all the industrial pur-
suits will be carried on in the most improved and
scientific order. Ni w, a great error into which a
great many have fallen relative to this mattris,
that they suppose they are to throw open their
doors go to a great deal of extra trouble and ex-

pense, in accommodating all they can, gi atuitously.
Why, no person who comes to the Fair expects any
such thing, they are willing, and expect to pay ;

and it is nothing but right that they should charge
a reasonable price. Others, again, are wilHtig to do
all they can, were they certain their guests would
be clever, decent folks ; or, in other words, not row-
dies. Now, no committeeman has any right to con-

duct others than clever people to private families ;
let the rowdies go lo the hotels ; for the Captains
and the Colonels can manage those fells. I sincere-
ly hope our citizens generally will take an unusual
and enthusiastic interest in this matter, and unite
with the Executive Committee in their efforts to
make the ensuing one of the most splendid and mag-
nificent Fairs that has ever been held in the State.
And in order that we may commence in time about
this thing, I suggest, Messrs. Editors, that you re-
quest our Mayor to call a meeting of our citizens at
the Town Hall, on next Saturda3r evening, for the
purpose of appointing committees (and here let mo
suggest the great importance of having those ap-

pointed only, who will take a lively and zealous in-

terest in the matter) and entering into such pre-
liminary arrangements as may be thought neces-
sary.

The Effect of Sectionalism on the Business
of the North. There is too much good sense in
the letter we published yesterday from a Jersej' me-
chanic to allow it to pass without a word of remark.
The sectionalism of the Fremont or " Republican "
party, of which he speaks, cannot be doubted or
denied. This party makes no claim to support from
the South, appeals to no principles which involves
Southern interests, but simply strives to band the
Bixteen free States against the fifteen Southern
States of the Union.

Suppose by some strange fatality they should
succeed, what would be the effect upon the South ?
We must bear in mind that the rights of the South
are secured to them by the Constitution formed by
Washington, Jefferson, Madison and othersas pos-
itively as they are to the North. They have State
institutions differing in some respects from our own.
In short, they have not abolished slavery we have.
The abolition of slavery at the North is not, how-
ever, owing to any moral principle we possess su-
perior to the South, but simply because it was no
longer profitable. Any action of ours, within our-
selves, was our own undoubted right.

But where is our right to interfere with or dic-
tate to our Southern brethren ? But this is the ob-
ject and determination of the Fremont party, open-
ly avowed by many, and fully believed in by the
South. Then what, we again ask, would be the ef-
fect of that party's success ? Could the South take
any part or lot in such an Administration ?

Such an Administration would be simply a Nor-
thern one. No Southern man would tale a teat in
the Cabinet. No judges or ministers of the law
would hold an appointment under it at the South.
No postmasters or collectors could be found to col-
lect revenue at the South to be passed into the
hands of a Northern government. But some fool of
a fanatic says, " we would Ihen force them I" But
how ?

For this purpose a military force must be raised
at the North ; and how, pray, is this to be done?
The North itself is divided on this very " question,
while the South is a unit. One-hal- f of the North-
ern people, the great Democratic party, while they
are in no respect in favor of the slavery system, are
in favor of upholding and maintaining all 'and eveiy '

right of the South which law, justice, and the Con-
stitution entitles them to. And is it to be supposed
that they will joiu a black Republican army to en- -
lorce the Abolition vagaries upon our Southern
brethren ? No, no. Instead of this army of fanat-
ics mai chine South to 41 force" their Diineinlea nnr.n
the Southern States, it would have a great deal more
than it could attend to at home, for the lovers of the !

Union and the Constitution would never allow any
such movement to be made, and those who would
"force the South" would find an army of patriots ;

at the North who would of themselves hurl these '

"shriekers" into the sea before they reached the '

confines of a single Southern State.
But internal war is not necessary to effect a dis-

solution of the Union. Let this purely Northern 1

sectional faction succeed as above stated, the disso- -
lution of the States is as virtually effected as they
would be if the two sections of tho country met in
hostile array against each other. It would be a sep-
aration of necessity, by common consent, for the
South has not the same interest in supporting the
Union that the North has. The South is an export-
ing country, an exporter of a class of agricultural
products which all the world must have. Her cot-
ton, and sugar, and tobacco, and rice, are the actual
necessaries of life. No people or nation can exist
without them. The South, then, have the market
of the world before them for their products, and not
being a manufacturing country, her ports would be
opened tree for the manufacturing products of the
world. And for all manufactured articles or luxu-
ries necessary for the wants of the people of the
8ouU, Europe, would supply her.

Where, then, is the market for the millions of
Northern manufactured good which now are con-

sumed at tha South ? What becomes of the im-

mense commercial interest, of trade generally,-whic-

we new bate with & Southern States, and out of

which so many are growing prosperous and wealthy ?

It is needless to answer the question. These, sub-

jects, then, which our intelligent correspondent and
mechanical friend hints at, should cause deep reflec-
tion. Our mercantile and commercial interests our
manufacturers, and all engaged in any kind of busi-

ness, as well as the true patriot, should pause and
study wed these matters. It is a grave subject and
requires deep and sober thought. The great heart
of the people is right, but they may, through the
acts of scheming and cunning politicians, be led
astray for a moment, but the sober second thought
of the people" will at last surely bring them to
right conclusions. Let them ask themselves, then,
in all soberness and sincerity, to what do these acts
of sectional politicians lead ? w here is the end and
what are the consequences ?

COLPORTAGE IN NORTH CAROLINA.

Another quarter of pleasant toil in the highways
and hedges of God's vineyard, has just closed; and
although hindered by family affliction, I have been
able to visit 433 families : 2(5 of whom neglected
preaching; 50 destitute of all leligous books except
the Bible, and found 10 who never owned the Scrip-

tures ; 47 never had a religious visit or prayer around
their firesides before. Also, addressed 1G public or
praver meetings, and helped to organize several new
Sabbath Schools in this county, which make 17
schools of this kind besides those of Raleigh, in
which arc more than 1200 children, fathers and moth-

ers some 40 years old who are learning to spell
and read ; and many of them are becoming serious
about religion, some anxious for salvation, and one
young man, who is now a Sabbath School teacher,
has been happily converted from reading the " Anx-

ious Inquirer," which I give him some time ago.
In one day I visited eight families, five of whom

had not been to chuch in two years, and had no re-

ligious books at all. There were several grown chil-

dren among tbem who had never enjoyed scarcely
any of the advantages of religion or education, and
seemed almost entirely indifferent to them, their
fathers being drunkards and reckless to every
thing of the kind. After spending much-tim- e in
their humble cabins, talking kindly to each one, and
interesting them in books by explaining the pictures
of Cain killing Abel, Christ hanging on the Cross,
Ac, they all consented to go to Sunday School, which
I soon formed of more then 50 scholars, with faith-

ful teachers, where such had never existed before.
At one of these Sabbath Schools, in a dark region,
there has been a gracious revival recently, and the
minister reports 13 converts, most of whom are
connected with the school.

A tract, "The Russian Tailor," which I gave a
good man a few months ago, was the instrument in
the awakening and conversion of his wile and neigh-

bor's son, and the forming of a weekly prayer-meetin- g,

in which Christians of different denominations
are united. It is well known to God whose donation
printed that tract, the good influence of which will
deepen and widen through time, and in eternity bo
for a reward to the donor. Every dollar given to
this Society enables it to print and give away 75
copies of this tract, or any other of its list of 2000
different publications, which will make 1500 pages
to the dollar. How much we can now do for God
and immortal souls with a little of what God has
loaned us as His stewards !

During the quarter I distributed nearly 40,000
pages of religious truth, free of sectarianism, Uie

object being to guide the sinner to Jesus, leaving
the duty of denominational views and preferences
to be taught by other instrumentalities. About 50

are doing a similar work in more than
50 counties in this State. And in order to supply
the poor as well as the rich with books, we are for-

ced to give away about one-thir- d we distribute, and
sell the other at prime cost only, as the work is
wholly benevolent; consequently, for the work to
go on a singje day, it must be supported by dona-

tions.
As it is God's work and entirely benevolent, our

Colporteurs, men of piety and prudence, engage in
it da' after day, going from house to house, l'or the
usual salary $150 a year. That these men nny
be paid this amount quarterly and kept in a supply
of books to give to our poor and destitute in N. C,
I am made Collecting Agent to get funds wherever
I go, or receive them by mail from wherever 1 have
not time to go, which we kindly ask as there may
be ability with all persons to give.

Since June 1st, I have continued to receive liberal
contributions from $50 down to 50 cents ; and each
one I believe gave with a cheerful heart. The warm
interest expressed by the people, and especially the
evidences of good done, which God has been pleas-
ed to show us, fill our hearts with gratitude and
praise for his blefsing, and stimulate us to persevere
in His strength, as humble " helps" to his ministry,
until every poor sinner shall be reached at his tire-sid- e,

or by the way, and warned of sin, and pointed
to Christ by personal conversat:on and prayer, and
by the lasting voice of books and tracts left with all.

May God teach both laborers and people our whole
duty in this and every, good work, and may we do
it promptly and cheerfully like faithful stewards,
knowing that the day of our stewardship will soon
be gone, and at the reckoning Bar we all must ap-

pear.

N. C. Railkoad. In making our late visit to
Charlotte we passed, for the first lime, over this en-

tire Road west. The Western passenger train leaves
Raleigh daily at 5 o'clock in the morning, and reaches
Charlotte at half past 4 o'clock in the afternoon.
The day on which we passed up was bright and
pleasant, and we took a seat which was favorable to
make observations both upon the Road and the coun-
try which lay along it. This road is well built for
safety, strength and durability. On some parts of
it the traveler passes curves rather oftener than he
could desire, but the speed of travel at such places,
is, by a rule of the Directors and President, so re-

duced as to prevent accidents. We have traveled
quite a number of times on some portions of it, and
without any accident occurring. Mr. Fisher, of Sa-
lisbury, is rery energetic as the President of the
Road, and the Conductors and other officers under
him are prompt in their attention to passengers.
We can but compare the facilities for travel now and
a few years since when we visited the upper section
of the State. Then, it required two or three weeks
to go up and roturn with rough travel now a pleas-
ant ride of ten or twelve hours carries one most of
the distance. The amount of travel on this Road,
which connects on the West with S; C. Railroad, is
evidently increasing. The number of through pas-
sengers was gancrally larger than the way ones.
A trip to the South or East now is but a trifle to
those wishing to make it
