ever, but at some perind when all the elements of
the opposition combined may be thonght powerful
enough, by unscrapulous and ambitious leaders, tu
place them in oflice.

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Rotation in Office.

The opposition papers cannot disgnise the satis-
faction which they feel at the prospect which they
think they see, of a general removal from office by
the present administration.  Every batch of appoint.
ments which they give they head with “ rotution,”
though n trath more are re-appointed than other-
wise, and we have scen bat few instances of removals.

Of courre, il an officer has not performned his du
ties properly, and if he be wanting in integrity, he
should be removed. But we cannot perceive the
; reason, the propriety, or the justice of removing a
88 faithful and meritorions officer, or of refusing to re.
appoint him, simply because others desire his place.
Such a policy may suit the Northern and Eastern
States, but we have not been accustomed to it here
in the South. These remarks are general, and not
intended to apply to any particular case or cases,

A proper and just policy is to be found between
the two cxtremes-—that of rotation or general re-
moval, and that of general re-appointmenit ; and this
policy we have reason to believe the administration
has adopted. It will ncither make a general sweep,
nor will it in every case re-appoint ; but will be gov.
erned by the character of the officer and the desire
of the commuuity in which he acts.

We shall not dilate upon the objections which oc-
cur to us, of placing the offices of the country be-
fore the gaze of the amhitious and the selfish, as
the sole reward of rarty service, and of pro-
claiming every four years that the oufs must go in
and the ins out. The patronage of the federal gov-
ernment is already  enormous; and, as Stares rights
men, we do not wish to encourage any thing which

tends to increase our dependence on (he federal
centre,

Skc. 1. Tncreases the capital to $3,000,000 —ex-
