THE MASSACRES AT ALLAHABAD.
Caunar, June 12.

“And now I have s tale of fearful horrors to tell
you of what happened at Allahabad. God grant it
may be exaggerated; T fear it is too true. Letit
stir up our English friends to send us, with the ut-
most expedition, the troops we so urgently require.
On Saturday evening last the 8d Oude Cavalry and
6th Native Infantry rose, and destroyed the bridge
of boats, and murdered every European they could
find. Out of 17 officers at mess at 9.30, 14 of them
were batchered by 9.40 by the mutineersand mess-
guard.” And this is a regiment that volunteered to
go against the Delhi rebels. Many of the poor res-
idents had left the fort, on account of.th-e intense
heat and the apparent security of everything. The
mob and cut throats rose with the goldiery. -They
burnt one whole family, from grandfatber to grand-
children, alive! Others they killed by inches, cut-
ting off the nose, then the éars, ther Lhe fingers, the
toes, &c., children, they killed little innocent babes
—before ‘the mother's eyes, and then killed her.—
And guch might have been our case at Benares, had
pot our officers anticipated the bloody plot of Thurs-
day the 4th. Happily Mrs. and Mrs. Spry and the
Missionaries are safe in the fort. Our gallant fel-
lows have sallied and re-taken two of the guns, bit
two are still in the enemy's hands, and as theve are
s good many Sikhs on duty in the fort, we are still
anxious, To day we have heard there lave been
two fights at Agra, but we have no particulars. You

_ will be glad to hear that the Reuthers, from Jaun-

pore, with Mr. J. Ceesar, the catechist, and his wife,
are safe in Benares. On Thursday, the 4th, the dis-
comfitted mutineers from Benares set out for Jaun-
pore. At 8 A. M,, on Friday the 5th, two or three
indigo planters rode at full speed into the Reuther’s
compound, eayihg, ‘ Fly for your lives; the Sepoys
are upon us!” They hurried off at once to the
catchery, where all the residents were assembled.—
The 87th first came up, and scem to have been
afraid to atta k them. Meanwhile Mr. Cesar was
walking with Captain Mara, who commanded the
Sikhs at Jaunpore. Mr. Ceesar said, * The 87th are
upon us.’ ¥
have we to fear from the 37th? ourown men will keep
them off.’ Mr. Casar bad scarcelly left him when

he was struck by a ball from the Sikbs, staggered a |

THE EXECUTIONS AT FERUZEPORE.

Feroreporg, June 13,
A friend sends us the following account of the ex-

ecution of some of the mutineers at that station on

the morning of the 12th inst:

“This morning were executed 12 of the mati-
neers of the late 45th Native Infantry. All the
available troops were convened (o witness the
scene, which took place at the south-east of the
Sudder Bazaar, and north of the old Fort—the side of
which the mutineers had gotin. A gallows had been
erected during the night previous, and around it were
the troops drawn up ; asquadron of the l10th Native
Light Cavalry (remrant of the disbanded 57th Native
Infantry) and Commigsariat and Magazine Establish-
ment on the cast, Her Majesty’s 61st Footand Artillery
(with 18 guns) on the South, ard the City and Canton-
meat Police on the west. The mutineers (24 T think)
were brought into the centre by a guard of her Maj-
esty’s 61st Foot. One of the mulineers was brought
in a doolie, as his left arm had been amputated in
consequence of a fracture caused by a musket ball
fired at him by her Majesty’s 51st Foot when with
the mutineers he was in the fausee braie of the
Fort.

“Lientenant Hoggan, by order of Brigadier Tnnes,
read out the proceedings of the general court mar-
tial which tried the mutineers, and the sentence
awarded them, to the troops and establishments.—
He then informed the mutineers that ifany would be-
come Queen’s evidence the brigadier would reprieve
them. I believe 12 accepted the offer and were
marched to the rear of the artillery. They stated
their wilingness to inform apon the ringleaders, and
to further divulge secrets to show whence the mau-
tiny originated and with what view., Of the remain-
ing 12 two (one being the man with the amputated
arm) were taken to the.gallows. They ascended the
ladder with firm steps, and never betrayed any emo-
tions of fear. On gaining the platform they adjust-
ed the noose with their own hands ; their eyes were
then bandaged and their arms pinioned. Another
second, and they were launched into eternity.—
Death was instantaneous with one, but the one-arm-
ed culprit lingered out for a considerable time, as the
knot slipped under his chin. The bangman had to
readjust the knot, and giving him another drop the
throes of the body rapidly ceased, and the vital
spark soon became extinct,

“The other 10 mutineers were led away to the ar-
tillery guns, but while their irons were being struck
off some cried out, 'Do not gacrifice the innocent for
the guilty.” Two others, ‘Hold your snivelling, die
‘men and not cowards-—you defended your religion,
why then do you crave your lives? Sahibs! they
are not sahibs, they are dogs.” Some more began
to uEbnid their commmanding officer. “He releaced.
the Havildar Major, who was the chief of the rebels.”
The 10 men were fastened to the muzzle of 10 guns,
which were charged with blank cartridge. The
commanding officer directed portfires to be lit.—
‘Ready !’ ‘Fire!’ and the drama is played out.

The scene and stench were overpowering. 1 felt
myself terribly convulsed, and could observe that
the numerous native spectators were awe stricken
—that they not only trembled like aspen leaves,
but also changed into unnatural hues. The lesson,
we trast, will not be lost upon them. Precaution
was not taken to remove the * sponge and look men’

Feeling tolerably well to-day, but unable to start
to Morganton till to-morrow, (the stage running bat
three times a week,) I have had an opportunity of
seeing every-thing of interest about this place. An
old Fayetteville friend kindly called with his carriage
and took us through the part of the town where the
best dwellings are located, and thence into the
country to other points of interest. In the * west

1 cannot |
describe the machinery, which is altogetber differ-
ent from the old worm stills which I nsed to gce
when a boy, a long time ago. The whiskey is made
from corn, rye, or wheat, more of the latter now
than of the two, former, for wheat is now very
abundant, and materially redaced in price. I am
informed that a good article was bought to-day at |
$1 a bushel. One of the great sources of profit from !
these whiskey distillerics, is the fattening of hogs on
the swill from which the spirit has been extracted.
(I suppuse from this that the hog don't like liquor.)
The 450 hogs here undergoing this stuffing process
seemed to be 28 bappy as the day is long, with
nothing to do but to eat and lounge on the board
floors of their pens or sheds. They were so full and
lazy that it was not easy to get them on their legs.

If people will drink liquor, they may as well get |
that which is honestly made at home, instead of the |
poison which is sent to all parts of the country from
Ohio, New York, &c. There is more regard “for
human life at the South than to put poison in whis.
key. These gentlemen, I understand, have offered
a large veward for the detection of any drug in
theirs.

Since I have been here T have scen many wagon
loads of wheat delivered at the depot, for transpor-
tation. With the exception of a little flour, 1 have
geen nothing but wheat brought there. 1am told
that the railroad bas so stimulated production in
this part of the State, by increasing the facilities
and diminishing the cost of sedting to market, that
the quantity sowed is doubdie what it formerly was.

A Coxtrast.—The steamer yesterday from Eu-
rope brought intelligence of the death of twao indi-
viduals who have both distinguished themselves in
the literary world, but in such diverse directions
that their demise suggests thoughtful reflections.—
We refer to Eugene Sue and Dr, Thomas Dick. The
former is well known as the author of a number of
brilliant but volupfuouns novels which are universal-
ly regarded as pernicious in morals, and evil, and
only evil, in their tendency. He was a defender of
the worst form of French socialism, and though pre-
‘tending great friendship for the poor and extreme
sympathy for their misfortunes, lived himself in the
most princely style. and surrounded with nll the
luxuriousness of a voluptuary sensualist.. His prin-
cipal works are *‘ Mathilde,” “ The Wandering Jew "
and “ The Mysteries of Paris,” all of which have
been more successful in France than in this country.
In all his writings he paints vice in its most glowing
colors, and though virtue usually triumphs, yet vice
is made to look exceedingly attractive and harmless.
He wrote to stimulate the passions of others and
lived to foster his own. He dies, aged fifty-two, in
the midst of his magnificence, leaving b&hind hinv a
heritage of pernicions books—a sad monument to
perpetuate a bad name, ;

How different the case of Dr. Dick, the author of
“ The Christian Philosopher,” “The Improvement
of Society,” &c., &c. At Broughty Ferry, on the
Dundee, we see an old man at the advanced and
honorable age of eighty-three, quietly sinking to rest
after a life of great usefulness but of moderate rec-
ompense. For thirty or forty years he had lived in
retirement, his works hardly netting him sufficient
for his support, yet with a calm and genial heart he
was thankful for what he received, and might, with
true satisfaction, look back upon a well-spent life
and have'the pleasure of knowing that he had'not
written a line which

*“ Dying, he would wish to blot.”
His life affords a salutary example to the world, and
his writings will perpetuate his memory and do good
to the lategt generation, for truth and virtue are in-
destructible.

Four to five thonsand dollars is about as good
a guess as we can make, = Daniel L. Russell, Esq.,
is the heaviest loser in this way.

The Rock Spring Hotel on Chesnat street, be-
tween Front and Water streets, owned by Mr. Pars-
ley and occupied by Mr. Alderman, although in
great danger, escaped with a ebarp scorching. A
frame kitchen attached (o it was totally destroyed.

Commencing at the Northern limit of thefire, we
place Messrs. Russell & Bro.'s less at about $3,000,
covered by insurance. Captain Owen Burns $2,500
to $3,000,—also covered by insurance; Mr; Bevan,
$1,200, no insurance; Mr. Kaufinan, we believe,
places his loss at about $2,000—insured ; M¢ssrs. J.
& H. Samson had a heavy stock of food.ﬂ, but the
amount of loss cannot now be reached—insured. In
the store occupied by Messrs. Stevenson & Walker,
Mr. W. T. Huggins had bay and some oiher articles,
which were lost to the value of something like $500.
Messrs. Beauman & Grotjen’s loss will be between
$5,000 and $6,000, of which $3,600 is covered by
insurance.

All the buildings burned or seriously injured, be
longed to O. G. Parsley, Esq., and Mrs. Noyes. Mr.
Parsley is the heaviest loser. The buildings them
selves were not, intrinsically, of much value, but as
it is not allowed to put up wooden buildings in that
part of town, the cost of replacing them with brick
edifices will be quite heavy. We believe Mr. Pars-
ley had no insurance. -

Of course, considerable loss by water, abuse, |
breakage, and, we fear, stealage, was sustained by |

other parties, whose premises were not actually
1eached by the fire.

There seems to be every reason for believing that
the fire was the work of an incendiary. But, as we
understand the authorities have ‘instituted, or are
about Lo institute an investigation, we forbear rem
for the present.
