Tae Bartimore Fravps.—We take great pleasure-
in laying before our readers the following address of
Henry P. Brooks, Esq., to the voters of the fourth
congressional district of Maryland. Mr. Brooks
states his case in a calm, plain, and straightforward
manner ; and discloses a state of affairs in his dis-
trict of so fearful a character as to fully warrant, we
think, congressional intervention : ;

To Tue Vorters oF taE Fourtn CONGRESSIONAL
District.—A sense of duty compels me to contest
the right of the Hon. H. W, Davis to the seat in the
next Congress to which he appears to some to have
been elected on the 4th instant. The proper legal
notice will be given to him. A decent respect for
your opinions induces me to make a brief public
statement of the reasons which determine me to this
course.

On the day of the election I visited most of the
ward polls compriged in the district in which I was
a candidate for your suffrages. My observation
convinced me that the extraordinary arrangements
made for that occasion had failed to accomplish their
primary object—that of securing to all classes of
citizens the right to vote. In mnost of the wards
the special police abandoned the polls carly in the

that protection to citizens of one political sentiment
which those of contrary views seemed to find in
some power above the law. T observed throughout
the district that the politica! opponents of the party
which I had the honor to represent had provided
themselves with tickets bearing uniform red stripes,
80 as to be readily distinguished from the other
ticket,

Owing to this fact, and to the occasional assaults
at the polls, showing, as I thought, an organized and
well-concerted plan throughout the district for the
intimidation of voters, I ceased to regard the affair
as any test of the political sentiments of our people.
I reccived during the day statements from a large
number of persons as to the harsh treatment which
they bad received, and thelr inability to deposite
their votes.

I received assurances from the most reliable
sources that illegal voting by minors and residents:
of other wards had taken pince at most of the polls,
and that in numerous instances persons intending to

vote one ticket had been compelled by fear to vote
the other. y

At the 11th ward polls T observed the only ap-
pearance of such a contest as might be termed an
election, and yet I have the amplest testimony, I
think, to show that the voice of that.ward has been
alike stifled with the rest by illegal and frandulent
means. The evidence at my command is not con-
fined to members of one political party. To the
honor of the community, be it said, volunteer state-
ments have been made to me by men holding senti-
ments in extreme political antagonism to my own,
expressing their desire to rebuke, in any form, the
scenes which they have witnessed. The duty which

I have to perform is a profitless and disagreeable
one to me, .

My interest in it is no more than that of every in-
dividual citizen. I am satisfied that Congress has
not the power to dispossess my opponent of his seat
and confer it on me, nor wou'd I accept it if they
had, but T believe they have the power to declare
that a conspiracy existed to stifle the real voice of
the people by fraud, force, and intimidagion, and in
accordance with that declaration to vacate the s:at.

It is a case, I rejoice to know, unlike any other
which has arisen in the history of our contested
elections, and involves the vital considerations of
maintaining the purity of our elective franchise, and
preserving the form of government committed to
our charge. Thousands of disfranchised citizens
desire to lay their grievances before some tribunal
that will rebuke lawlessness by law, and vindicate
the right of all classes of the people to a voice in
their governm.nt. The trust reposed in me by their
confidence demands that I should give them a hear-
ing before the people of the United States in Con-
gress assembled in this extraordinary mode, inas-
much as they have been denietl a participation in
that high council in the manner contemplated by our

of government and our laws.

IN ANsWER TO THAT oF Brigeax Youxc.

It will be recollected that we published a few days
since an abstract of the letter of Brigham Young,
governor of Utah and superintendent of Indian af-
fairs, to the Commissioner of Indian Affairs, in rela-
tidn to the condition of the Indians of that Territo-

ry, and the expenditures of that superintendency.
Subjoined is the reply of the Commissioner:
*  Orrice ComuissioNER OF INDIAN AFrains,
: Washington, Nov. 11, 1857.

Sir: Your communication of the 12th of last _Sep-
tember has been received, and would not require a
formal reply were it not for the effort you make to
place this office in the wrong, when, in fact, what-
evér difficulties exist hafe resnlted from your own
conduct. As the superintendent of Indian Affairs
for Utah Territory, it was your duty to keep a su-
pervisory control over the different agents, and to
see that they did not supersede their authority. It
was your duty also to notify them of all things per-
taining to their duties, and especially to keep them
in their expenditures within the appropriations made
for your superintendency. Their reports were made
to you, and hy you transmitted here. You cannot,
therefure, plead ignorance of their transactions.—
Knowing then, the amount of the appropriations,
and being fully advised of the affairs of the agents,
and that monrey conld not be taken out of the trea-
sury without an act of Congress, you have allowed
the drafts to exceed the appropriations to the amount
of $31,380 50 to the close of the fiscal year ending
30th June, 1857. When the agents were notified
that their drafts could not be paid in consequence of
the appropriations hav'ng been exhausied, and re-
buked for exceeding them, they replied that they had
no information from you on the suhject. These com-
munications passed through your bands, and yet
you seew to bave passed them by unnoticed. Weth
a full knowledge, then, of all the facts, you took no
steps, so far as this office is informed, to protect the
public interests, or to keep vour subordinates within
the proper sphere of their duties. On the contrary,
you seem to have been disposed to encourage these
things, as is 'evidenced in your orders to Agent
Hurt, sending him to Carson’s Valley at a heavy
expense to the government, when it was well
krown that the services of an agent were not re-
quired in that quarter; and again, when you fitted
out an expedition yourself, and conducted it north-
ward out of your superintendency, to give presents
to Indians not under your control. From all this it
follows that if your drafts are not paid you have no
right to complain, because you knew at the time that

the appropriations on which they were drawn were
exhausted.

But even if the money was in the treasury ready
for the Indian service in Utah, 1 do not sce how it
can be applied to the payment of your drafts until
they shall have first passed through the strictest
scrutiny, for this department has information from
reliable sources that, so far from encouraging amicable
relations between the Indians and the people of the
United States, outside of your own immediate com-
munity, you have studiously endeavored to impress
on the minds of the Indians that there was & differ-
ence between your own sect., usually known as
Mormons, and the government and other citizens of
the United States ; that the former were there friends
and the latter their enemies. In addition to this,
you have been denouncing this government, and
threatening an armed resistance to the authorities
sent out by the President. Indeed, unless you and
your coadjutors are most grossly misrepresented,
and your language misquoted, the appcarance of those
authorities among you is all that is necessary to
prompt you to an overt act of treason. It could
never bave been intended when the appropriations
were made by Congress that the money should be
used in arousing savages to war against our own citi-
zens, or to enable a subordinate officer to carry on
treasonable practices against his own government.
The rule of this office is to withhold annuities from
the Indians whenever they place- themselves in a
hostile or antagonistic attitude towards the govern-
ment ; and | know of no reason why the same rule
should not be applied to you at this time ; but as
the appropriation has been exhausted, it is not neces-
sary to consider that question now.

You sav * the troops must be kept away, for itis
a prevalent facl that wherever there are the most of
these we may expect to find the greatest amount of
hostile Indians, and the least security for persons
and property.” The troops are under the direction
of the President, and it is fair to presume that he
woulu not send them to Utah Territory unless there
was a necessity for so doing; and if it be true that
wherever the greatest number of troops are, there
are to be found the greatest nnmber of hostile In
dians, it arises from the fact that the troops are ne-
cessary at such places to preserve the peace and to
keep the Indians in subjection. There is no reason
why persons and property should be any the less
secure in the neighborhood of the troops, nor is there
any reason why peaceable citizens should object to
their presence. If it is your intention to preserve
peace, the troops will not interfere with you; but if
you inlend otherwise, then it is necessary that the
troops should be on the ground to enforce it.

It is much to be regretted that such a state of af-
fairs should exist, and it is always with great relue-
tance that we arrive at the conclusion that American
citizens should at any time require the strong arm of
power to compel obedience to the laws, or that a
subordinate officer should so far forget his daty as
to use his official position to injare one portion of
his fellow-citizens and to alienate another portion
But, when con-
vinced of the existence of such facts, the Chief Ex-
ecutive has no alternative left but to erush out rebel-
lion, and for this purpose all the powers of the gov-
ernment are placed under his control,

Your cla’m for doulle salary cannot be allowed,
for, even if it did not come in confliet with the gene-
ral rule which forbids the payment of two salaries
at the same time to the same person, yet you could
not be entitled to it fr the reason that you became
superintendent of Indians affairs by virtue of your
appointment of governor of the Territory ; and al-
though these offices have since been separated, vet
you had not, at the date of your communication,
been relieved from the duties appertaining to them.
Your other acconnt will be examined into; and
whenever it shall be ascertained that the expenditure
was properly made it will be paid, should Congress
make an appropriation for that purpose,

You say “the department has often manifested
itsapproval of the management of the [ndian affairs in
this superintendency, and never its disapproval.”
The reverse of this is the fact This office has often
found fault with your conduct; and to prove this, it
is only necessary to quote you own language. One
extract from your communication to this office, dated
** Great Salt Lake City June 26, 1855,” will suffice.
You there say, “for the last two years T have ex-
perienced the greatest difficulty in getting my ac-
counts adjusted at the department; and, when they
have finally been so adjusted, that it has been done
by suspending and disallowing a great portion there-
of.” Many similar extracts might be given, but this
is sufficient to establish the incorrectness of your
statement, that this office had never manifested its
disapproval of your conduect.

" The readers of the Union are well aware that we
have for some time been discusring the evils, the
consequences, and the demoralizing effects of our
present system of banking. We have satisfied our-
self, at least, that the present system is unsound, un-

_safe, and prejudicial to the true interests and wants

of the country. = We think that we risk nothing in
saying that this is the public verdict—the true phase
The popular sentiment is, that
there shall be a radical reformation in the present
system of banking, and that it shalll be replaced by
something better, and more usefully adapted to the
wants of the country. As yet, we have suggested
nothing. Indeed, we have fixed our mind on no par-
ticular plan. And amidst the number of schemes

For the present, then, we publish such plans and
soggestions on the subject of banking as our friends
may send us, without intenling in so doing in any
wise to endorse or adopt them., With this reserva-
tion, we now publish the plan of Sam’l B. Paul, Esq.,
of Petersburg, Virginia, and commend it to the at-
tention of our readers:

PeterssurG, (Va.,) Nov. 2, 1857.

Dear s1r: I submit for publication in the “Union”
a system of currrency which, at least, has the -merit
of safety and uniformity, while it claims attention as
the result of very considerable investigation and re-
flection. You will perceive itz mair features are, 1st,
a total divorce of bank issues from the business of
deposite and dircount ; 2d, an equipoise’of value and
credit, (or rather coin and credit,) and a consequent
moderate enlargement of the currency heyond the
actual supply of the precious metals; 3¢, the secu-*
rity of a national guarantee ; 4th, the complete pro-
tection of the guarantor; and, bth, the gradual in-
stitution of a complete metallic basis.

I do not desire to support its theory by any dis-
cussion, the more especially berause the very able
articles on banks ard banking recently published in
your paper supersede very much of what would be
necessary. At the same time, should it be desira-
ble, I think it can be maintained by a series of short
articles T am prepared to offer you, showing, 1st,
that our *currency " is at the bottom of our com-
mercial misfortunes; 2d, that banks of discount and
deposite cannot be safe manufacturers of a curren~y;
3d, that, as a consequence, if our currency is to be
safe, the issue of obligations intended to be current
as moncy should be totally separate from the busi-
ness of deposite and discount; 4th, that the general
government alone can secure all the elements of a
safe, uniform, and national currency ; 5th, that the
main feature of the mode proposed has the very
great weight of a most successful experiment ; 6th,
that, in conjunction with our independent treasury,
it would act most effectively to regulate and control
the foreign exchanges, by gradually checking spec-
ulation and overtiading, while it wonld lessen the
terrors of panies, such as will arise under any credit
system; and, Tth, that the system can be put in op-
eration at once without danger to the great existing
interests of the nation.

PLAN OF A NATIOXAL CURRENCY.

1st. Let Congress put a prohibitory stamp-tax o:
(say) 6 per cent. on all issues other than national,
wmade payable to bearer, or endorsed in blank, or
which by any device shall be intended to pass cur-
rent as money.

2d. Establish a bureau of exchanges at Washing-
ton to issue government obligations payvable on de-
mand ; and subordinate to this, establish subordinate
bureaus throughout the country at all points where
the aggregate demand for issue shall be—say $500,-
000; all minor demands being restricted to such
places being points of issue as the parties to whom
issues are made shall designate,

8d. Let any party, or combination of parties, who
shall obtain a charter for banking purposes, or who
may now have such charter, from any of the States,
and who shall deposite with said bureau State stock,
not having more than twenty years to run, or federal
stock of any length of date, and bullion or coin, re-
ceive issues pavable in coin at the burcau; such is-
sues to be I'mited, so that said depositors shall re-
ceive one dollar of issue for every dollar of coin, or
two dollars of issue for every two of stock and one
of coin.

4th. Require every depositor or receiver of issues
to keep the bullion or coin to the credit of his out.
standing issues, cqual to *50 per cent., under a sli-
ding scale of penalties, as follows: If the coin to the
credit of his outstanding issues shall be reduced to
40 per cent., then they shall be debited at the rate
of 7 per cent. per annum on the entire excess; if re-
duced to 30 per cent, then 8 per cent.; if 25 per
cent,, then 9 per cent.; if 20 per cent., then 10 per
cent.; if 15 per cent., then 12 per cent.—to be col-
lected from the accruing interest on the bonds de-
posited, and to go to the credit of the government ;
and, if 10 per cent., then such amount of the stock
shall be sold as may be necessary to restore the coin
to its proportion of 50 per cent., and pay the afore-
said penalties: provided that no penalty shall attach
until notice of said deficit, and failure to restore the
proportion of coin, either by a surrender of the ex-
cess of issues or a deposite of coin; and provided
further, that at any time depositors may withdraw
the excess of their stock over the outstanding issues
on the surrender of a like amount of said issues.

6th, Make no issue to any person, or number of
persons, under one name whose deposite shall be
less than $59,000 in stocks, unless the deposite shal:
be wholly in specie,

6th. The bureau shall furnish all the bills issued,
and each bureau shall publish weekly statements,
showing the condition of each account, the aggregate
of specie and securities, as well as the aggregate of
issues outstanding.

Tth, Each bureau shall certify its issues on appli-
cation to be payable at any other bureau on (say)
first day’s notice.

8th. No bill shall be issued for a less amount on
its face than ten dollars,

*This will of course diminish as the coin dimipishes.
