The fix h annual Fair of the North-Carolin- a State
Agiicult oral Society may be recorded as the most!
successful effort yet made by the industrial classes
of the State. In every respect this may be regarded
aa true. Viewing the matter, as we are too apt to
do. in a mere pecuniary light, (as respects the So--

ciety'a funds,) the Fair has been eminently success- -'
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cation of the progress of our people, and as an evi-

dence of the interest they are now manifesting in
the development of their own resources the exhi-

bition of last week ia truly gratifying.
The weather during the entire week was very fa-

vorable, consequently the attendance of visitors and
contributors was unusually large. On the first day,
(Tuesday,) a larger number attended the Fair than
is usual on first days; so, too, on Wednesday. On
Thursday there were from 7,000 to 8,00 present;
on Friday, more than an average attendance.

The number of badges sold this year was 680
against 576 last year. ' Total receipts during the
week, received at the gat, $3,000, an excess of
gome $300 over the receipts of last year The
amount received on Thursday, for single admissions
was $900.

Of the quality of tbe articles, we think we may
chronicle a decided improvement, taken as a whole.

carried out by the marshals, (all of whom did their
duty faithfully,) that the details of the arrangements
were attended to, as tbey have never before been,
by the indefatigable secretary of the Executive Com-

mittee, Wilson W. Whitaker, Esq., so as to ensure
harmony and success and a proper appreciation of
the arduous labors of that committee.

The Salisbury band has earned for itself an envi
able reputation, as much by the gentlemanly deport-
ment of its members, as by the excellence of its
performance, its age and opportunities for practice
considered. It is composed of amateurs entirely.

. The meetings of the Society have been attended
somewhat better-tha- n heretofore ; but the interest
of former meetings was wanting. It would be well
to provide beforehand appropriate subjects for con-

versation or discussion. A dry detail of business
matters is not calculated to draw together large bo-

dies of people. The meetings of the Society can be,
and ought to be, made a prominent feature, of in-

terest
To the ladies who managed the exhibition in Floral

Hall, and arranged the articles therein, too much
praise cannot be awarded. They have received the
formal thanks of the Society, but tbey are entitled
to the gratitude, (they have doubtless received the
admiration.) of all friends of the Society, and all
lovers of the State.

The gentlemen who attended in different capaci-
ties also deserve well of the public. And to the ex-

ertions of Mr. John R. Harrison and his staff of
special police must be attributed, in a great degree,
the order and decorum so much commended by all.

THE EXHIBITION.

FLORAL HALL.
On entering this hall we were first attracted by a

rery superior collection of 125 varieties of plants,
besides a number of bulbus roots, exhibited by Ham-
ilton and Carter from their nursery in this city.
Outside of the hall, they had specimens of very su-
perior fruit trees of various kinds. In the midst of
tbeir flowers, appropriately set, was a very hand-
some aquarium, beautifully and well stocked, ex-
hibited by Mrs. Frank. I. Wilson. On each side of
this lot, the Messrs. Lindley, of Guilford and Chat-
ham, and the Messrs. Westbrook & Co., of Guilford,
had their rery choice collections of fruits. A finer
lot than that of the former gentlemen we never saw,
embracing 140 varieties of apples on exhibition' and
including their celebrated golden russett. West-broo- k

& Co., bad also a very large variety about
10O varieties. Next to them was a lot of 30 varie-
ties, raised by Willie J. Palmer, of Caswell, from the
nursery, in four years. Opposite to these was a
rara collection of N. C. minerals and fossils by Dr. E.
Emmons, State Geologist This collection attracted
more than ordinary attention.

The
blade is wrought iron, so that tbe most ordinary
blacksmith can make a new one if required. Ap
plication has been made for a patent.
