The republication in
this country is directed ‘to the mewmbers of
the Methodist Episcopal Church,” by the
authority of Thomas Coke and Trapeis As-
bury, Bishops of that Church. They say,

hearts, but we cannot be vomindful of your
bodies; we present to you nuw the Primitive
Pbysic published by our much honored
friend, John Wesley. We lay the publica-
tion before you, and earnestly recommend it
to you!
