And lor two or three weeks, morning and
evening, you may sec the place crowded with
tho customers ot the citizen merchants, pay-
ing away aii the ready money they can raise

chunditc. If a jobber, he probably remains
at the hotel on no otiier expense than his
board, und in a few days sells thousands of
dollars worth of goods by orders. If disposalto retail, be can do so by putting his
goods umier a small commission in an auctionhouse, and succeeds iu effecting sales,
realizing pr tit-, and getting cash, which, in
justice, ought to go into the hands of our
own merchants.

Now, what is the result of all thir.?
l:i the fir»t place, it operates very oppres

siveiy upon our ovvu merchants. They are

deprived ot that to which they aro justlyentitled--entitled on tho ground that
t ev are identitie 1 with us, paying heavy
11xand licenses to city and State, giving
tneir money, labor and influence in almost
every public b< lu-volent enterprise and spendingthe amount necessury to the support of
their families in our midst. Lock at tho contrm-t!The speculator has no intorest at
stake iitre, he bears in burden, he is underno house rent, he gives no employment
to clerks, be spends nothing for his family
among us. As soon rs his cuds are accomplished,like a bird of pas-age, he is off
with ins c.eir gains, until another favorable
opportunity invites bis return.

It such a policy as this is to Le pursued,
r.i thing may bo expected for cur own merchantsbut discouragement and failure..
Where is the inducement for him to invest
his money and exercise a!) his experience
and taste to cuter for his customers, if he
knows that at any time be is liable to have
bin sales cut ofl by parties who may think it
their ii.i rest to llond the market. Aye, the
time of his great.st neced is the time when
he may must certainly expect his supplies of
ready money to fail.
