It i- eminently desirable
however, that either the firm in question
should give more specific information, or that
si me other means should he devised oi getting
at the exact truth of that matter.

In the Ilouse, .Mr. Burlingame followed
Mr. .Stanton in the debate, in support u! ttie

composed of live members. As a Representativefrom tiie state, where the principal
