zette, writing trum Iowa, gives the tuilowing
account of a a wonderful relic of antiqui'v
existing in tint State. We preenme thnr
it is as new to most of our readers, as it i* to

u»:
"l have intended for some time to give

the readers of the (iacette a description of
Walled Like, which is situated in Wright
county, Iowa, i'o me it was one of the
greatest curiosities I had ever seeu . envoi
oped as its history is with a mantle that will

probahiv never he withdrawn. Tnis Luke
lies in tiie midst of a large plain. the ricn.
gently undulating prairie extending tor

many miles in every direction. The lake
covers an area of about 1.900 acres. The
water is clear and cold, with a hard sanity
bntt on, from two to twenty-five feet deep .
There is a strip of timber about halt way
round it, probably ten rods wide, being the
only timber in many miles. Tnere is a w ill
of heavy stono all around it.

It is no accidental matter. !t has been
built with human bands, io some places
the land is higher than the lake, in which
cane the wall only umouniH to sorueming me

a Kip Kip protection. This, I believe, is
what the engineers call it. Hat in other
places the wuter is higher in the lake th in

the prairie outside the wall. The wall in
s>nie place is ten feet high; it is 13 let w dc
at the ba-e, sloping up both sides to 5 feet
wide at the top.
