MISCELLANEOUS READING.
THE OLD FASHIONED BARBECUE.
This is another of the iustitutivns of Vir-
ginia, which has disappeared almost entirely.
It was coe of the most endearing of them all,
and had inrumerable votariesin the last gen:
eration.  There was hardly a neighborbood,
in which there was not sume favorite spriog,
desoted to barbecuing purposes. The buar
becue season generally commenced in Muy,
betors which time, fish, fries and squirrel
stews were the order of the day. lo every
peighborbood there was pome person noted
us w skilltul barbecue cock. The squirrel
stew, when well coneocted, formed a deicious
repast. Al sorts of savory cocdiments wers
thivwn ioto the cauldron, and its sieam was
sufficient to make the mouth of anepicure
fairly water.  The barbecue proper, consist-
ed of shoat«and lambs dressed with a super-
abundant supply of pepper, and covked vver
n large fire built up in boles five or six feet
lonz, and taree or four deep. Sticks were
placed over these and theshoat or lamb laid
onit. Vegetables in abundance were always
to be hbud, sud the fost ol the tsble was
usually graced by s bam of bacon. The ra-
hle wus a temporary affair, made of rough
planks, laid uron seantling, and the sests
were of the same charscter, The plates,
koives, torks, dishes, pots, &-., were of course
contributed by the givers of the feast, and,
in the evening, an ox cartor two generally
drove up to teke ull the materials home —
1he drink was almost entirely wint juleps,
that delicious heverage which 1s now never
lind as it used to be 10 the days of yore.—
