“The servant ofa lady residing at the north
part of Brighton, whilst occupied one day in the
scullery, was startled by a noise, which at first
was supposed 10 be occasioned by a mouse, but,
on examination of the various pots and pans in
the rlace, she at length discovered the true ori-
gin of the disturbance. It was a young robin,
which had found its way i~to a bright copjer
coal-scuttle. * She succeeded in eapluring itand
took it into the parlor to her mistress, where 1t
soon made itself quite at home, and ate the
sop) bread which was placed on its little
In a short time it was quite happy in
its comfortable quarters; but as some of its
habits were not quite consistent with the clean-
liness of a lady'ssitting room, and the lady had
no wish to confine it to a cage, full opportunity
was given to the little stranger to recover its
liberty by the window being thrown open. Oi
this opportunity however, the robin only avail-
ed jtsell to a certain extent—that is, it wonld fly
out, but invariably relurn at a certain hour of
the day, and its practice was then to perch upon
a cer.ain flource of the lady’s dress, and then,
looking into i'8 mistress’s face, it would pour
forth its cheerful little song. This went on for
some time, until, one aiternonn, when the robin
was in its accustomed place, a friend called who
wished the lady to accompany her for a walk,
and then came the question, what was to be done
with the robin? There it was, on its favorile
flounce, and the lady was prisoner until it tlew
offl. It bad not yet sung its song, bat its mis
tress, anxious 1o join her visitor, at last took up
a handkerchief, and waiving it, said: “You
must go now, Bobby. Good bve.” The bird
took the hint immediately, and flew out of the
window. Onthe following day iff coming was
looked for at the accustomed hour. as a maulter
of course; and the window was leit open as vsual.
But no robin came. Another and another day

until at last it was given up for lost, to the
infinite regret of the lady, and the great indig-
pation of the old servant. who, sympathizing
with the bird, said: *“Of course Missus couldn’t
expect Robby %o return after being treated in
such a manner.” Thera was, however, no help
forit. Every reparation would have been made
and apology offered that could heal the wound
inflicted upon the bird's feelings! but, like a
slighted lover or injured friend, he kept aloot.

“And now comes the most singular story —
One day the lady who had owned the robin was
walking by heiself along Rose-Lill terrace, when
suddenly she wasalarmed and almost blinded
by sémething striking against her face. She
thoughtat first that it was a stone thrown by
some careless boy; but, on recovering trom the
confusion of the moment, o her utler astonish-
ment she perceived the true perpetrator of the
assault. There on a paling close by, sat the
robin—her own Booby, singing his cld song as
loudly as ever; and having finished it, he again
took flight. And from that day the lady has
never seen the bird!

_ “We can vouch for these facts, singular as
they may appear, and affording as they do such
powerful evidence, not only ol the intelligeuce
and affection of the robin, but of the acute sen-
sibility of the bird; its almost human power of

A NOVEL DISCOVERY.

Toe AxTtiguity ofF Brass —lo a recent
lecture before the Geographica! and Statisti-
osl Society in New York city, Rev. 1. 8. O
borne, Profeseor of Physical Science in Roun-
oke College, Va., presented some very inter-
esting faots, proving tbat brass, as at present
koown, existed with the ancients. The Ger-
man metallurgists contend that brass was an
invention of their own, aud that zioe (which
with ocopper forme the brase of the present
day) was not known before the 13th century.
The notion that Moees or Job could bave re-
forred to brass (a compouad ef zsine and cop-
per) they conceive as untrue, and still more so
the idea of “diggiog brass outufthe earth,” a8
promised through Moses, or of ‘“brass being
molten out of the rock,” as in the 281h chap-
ter of Job.

Prof. Osborue, a gentlcman of high scien-
tifio attainments, has devoted much atteution
to the elucidation of this controverted fact,
which bas hitherto been so freely used by
skeptics, to show that the words of Moscs,
and the reference in Job, were not actuslly
true, brass being made from the earth, “dug
out’’ and “molten from the rock.” The lecc-
turer proved that tbe German philosovhers
have arrived at a wrong conclusion, and that
the apalysis of coins not later than A D. 174
do contain a considerable quantity of zine.—
This the Professor proved by testiog coins
in the United States Mint of this city, and
his apalysis bas been fully eorroborated,
there being no room for a supposition that
the coins are otherwise than geouine. The
question being settled that the German claim
is wawarrsuted, another query immediate-

arises as to the manner of appropriating
the zino to form braes, if the metal was not
known as a distinot one, which the lecturer,
jn common with others, admitted. Certain-
ly by no other method than by breaking to
pieces the rock or native carbonate of zing,
and miogliog it with chips of copper, and
thus heated, the brase flows from tue crucible.
This position wes sufficiently strengthened
by reference to passages from Pliny and
Strabo, where the “cadma’” earth aod the
+:oalamin’ stone (being carbonates of zioc)
were asserted 8s used in makiog brass, and
even to the present day some of the finest
brass is made by combiviog copper and
charcoal with the rocky ecartonate of zinc,
and beating in erucibles.—Public Ledger.
