The
oylinder is 12 inchee long, filled with two to |
four vunces of powder, scvordiog to size, and |
baving a shank 6 inches long, with a tuse in- i
gide. This fuse is ignited when the gun s |
discharged, and explodesio Jjust five seconds,
which gives sufficient time tor it to venetrate
the whale and do its deadly office. T'he prece
ia fired from the shoulder, like the common |
gun, snd the bomb is projected with the pre- |
cision of a ritle ball. If it penetratesa vital |
part of the whale, itis slmost sure to kill
bim st onoe; if it lodge in the region uf the
spine, or of ooe of the flukes, the whale's
back is broken, or his “shoulder blade” shat- \
tered by the explosion, so that he cun wmake
po further effort to escape. The lance is
then used sod the monster killed with little
risk of life, or of having the buat stove. Tue |
most ugly species of whale to take is said to
be the “California greys.”” They are ex-
tremely shy, and wheo aiter a long chase, ur
by sorprise, an iron is fustened io thew,
they ruu as fust as a loecomotive, dive to the
bottom of the ocean, or mure frequently turn |
upon the boat and crush it to atoms with thetr |
flukes. Seversl ebips which have been fitted
out at the Sandwich Islands, for cruising oo
the coast of California, bave lost vearly ull
their boats by coptests with these warlike
whales. The bomb lance has, consequently
become an indispensable article in the vutfit
of these whalers. Some ships carry one gun
for each boat; while others tnke only one o¢
two. The guns cost from $40 to ¥50 each,
and tbe bumbs $3 50 a piece. Oas ship
lately arrived at llonolule which reported
having taken 1,500 barrels of vil by the use
of the bomb lance.— Times. -
BOOKS IN ANCIENT TIMES.

The moderns, even with the aid of the
priotiog press, are not so far in advance of
the ancients in the power ol multiplying ec-

pies of books, as is geverally supposed. The
disinterment of buried cities revealed a sin-

gular perfection in all that pertaived to their i

domestic comfort, and in the ornaments and
articles of taste which marked a bigh civil-
ization, but later investigations have brought
to light facts more susprising in regard to
their literary Jsbors and tbe «xtensive diffu-
sion of Looks among the people.

lo the time from Cicero up tu Marcus Au-
relius rearcely less was written and read than
in our day. This was cfiected by slave la-
bor. Slaves were the amanuenses of Roman
publishere. Whatthe printiog press now doex
for the spread of intelligence—~for bringing
the poet and the orator, the historian aud the
essayist in communieation with the minds of
the masses—bondwen then periormed, avd
the cheapness of their labor superseded the
necessity of machivery.

In the large publiehing establishments,
a work to be produced was dictated to sever-
al hundreds of slaves at once, who were ca-
pable of an almost incredible precision avd
celerity. Martial telle us that the second
book of his epigrams, which pumbers sume
six hundred aod fifty verses, did nut cost
more than ope hour to the copyist. T
three bundred were engaged st the same mo-
ment opon it, fiften bundred could bave been
produced in asingle day. The price ol this
work was quite a8 cheap as one of similar
dimensions priuted at the preseut duy.

The passion fer literature, if we can form
a correct judgment from the brokeo records
that bave come down to us, was equal to thut
manifested in the present uge. From Publi-
us Victorinus welearn that, during thesecond
and third centuries alter Christ, there were in
Rome slone twenty-nine publio libraries,
many of which, as to the number of bouke,
equalled the celebrated Alexandrine litrary,
which is supposd to bave eoptained TUO,U00
volumes. :
