CLAY EATERS.
What will the reader say on hearing tbat

in many parts of tbo world even clay is a respectableand respected food? Travellers
who see straDge things, are very positive in
tbeir assertions on tbisbeud. Humboldt, a

man whose word justly curries with it Europeanauthority, confirms the statement of
Guroilla, that the Ottomans of Siuth America,during the periods of the lluods, subsist
entirely on a fat aod ferruginous clay, ot
which each man cats a pound or more..

Spix and M<*rmie declare that the Indians of
the Amaxon eat a kind of J«am, even when
other food is abundant Molina says the
Peruvians frequently eat a eweet-etnelling
clay; and Ehreuberg has analyzed the edible
clay sold in the market of Bolivia, which he
finds to be a mixture of talc and mica. The
inhabitants of Cluiana mingle, clay with
tbeir bread; and the Degrees of Jamaica are

said to eat earth when other food is deficient.
According to Lnbillardiere, the inhabitants

of Now Caledonia nppeaso their hutigor with
a white friable earth, said by Vanquelin to
be composed of magnesia, silica, oxide of

iron, and ohalk. To conclude this list we

must add Slam, Siberia, and Kamtechatka,
as countries of clay eaters. This is rather a

staggering accumulation of assertions which
we cannot dismiss altogether, even if we

suppose a large allowance of skepticism jus-
tifiable. Granting tbe fact that certain iron*

of eartb are really nutritious (and it in difficultto escape much a conclusion,) we are

completely at a leas for an adequate explanationof it. Little light is throw n on it by
the assumption, probable enough, that the
eartb must contain organic matter; because,
in a pound of sucb earth could scarcely be
contained sufficient organic so itter to sup] lithedemands of an adult. \>>r will it get
rid of the difficulty to say that the earth only
appeases the hunger without nourishing the
system; became, iu the first rdnce, Humboldt'stestim'TOy is, that the Ottomac* subsiston clay at period* when other food is deficient;and, in tbe second place, alth ugh
tbe local sensation of hunger un»y be apt oasvd
by introducing substance* into the stouiuch,
the more imperious systemic sensation of
hunger is not thus to bo appeased. We
