Legal Decision,

The Evening Post publishes an important
dacision in the cuse of Jobn M. Martin vs.
the Somerville Water-Power Compaoy, which
relates to the security sud remedy of bond-
holders.

Ninety-foor bonds of £500 each, payable
ty bearer, were issued by the Sumerville Wa-
ter-Power Company, of New Jersey, to cer-
tain of its creditors, which were secured by
a morfgags of its property and franchises to
three trustees. The company failed to puy
the prineipal or interest due op four of thess
bonds owned by the complaivact, and cer-
tain parties connected with the company pro-
cured a sale of ite pruperty, free from allin-

the Legislature of New Jersey. In thia
stage uf the uffairs of the cumpany, the com-
plainant applied to the trustees to foreclose
the mortgage o pey the mouey due on his
bonds, which they refuse to do, and he there-
upon filed his bill in equity in tbe Ucited
States Circuit Court w buve the nets of the
Lopislature declared unconstitutivval and
the sxle uader them set aside, and for a reg-
ular fureclosure of the mortgage and sale of
tbe property to pay ull the bonds sccured Ly
the wertgaga, by whomsoever held.

| Our attentica was directed to the famous
| Stamp Aet by two pieces of paper called |

| stamps. once 0 odious, that were presented

toour Museum by our esteemed townsman, |

Henry Gourdio esq. [e kindly inforwed us
how he obtained them,

While in Engiand, in 1851, he paid a visit
to Mr. Juho Stutileworth, then at the head
of the Stamp uffice, in Manchester.
Shuttleworth puicted out to bim 8 stamp
| neatly framed and suspendad in bis chamber,

And he stated thut o cleaninzovet the Stamp
ofliee in Londun, & short time before, several
bundles of stamps were fuued among piles
of rubbtish, which, on «Xnwitstivn, proved
to be the plenucal stamps toat had been seat
to Soazh Caroling, and which constitused one
uf the ehiel causes of ruptore betwecn
wiother country and her Uslonive,  Cou
sidering thas these stumpes would be regasded
as of grear interest at home, be kiodiy offer-
ed to procure saveral for Slr. Courdin, nod
they were subsequently scot to him by Mr
Jobn B. Swmith, M. P., of Londue. Ouae of
these was presented by Mr. Gourdin to Mr
Juseph Laland, formerly of this eity, with a
pequest that he would presend itto some Mu
seum or other institution in Massachusetts
Tus other two were prosented to the Mu<eum
of ghe Cullege of Uharleston, tbhrough Prof.
F. 5 Holmes.
