The business of brewing luger beer hue

becomo one of great exteut in Philadelphia,
tbero being now about forty individual* engaged

in its manufacture, and who own extensivevaults for its storage. The manufactureof lager originated about fifty years ago,
in Bavaria; from thence it caoio into generaluse throughout Germany. The first lager
beer made in tbisoouotry was about eighteen
years ago, but at that time it did not meet

with very general favor. Subsequently brewerieswere established in this city, whon the

superiority of the article over the first manufacturedbegan to attract attention, and now
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part of the country. Laser beer is only
made in wiuter, and stowed away in casks,
in extensive vaults, principally, on the Schuylkill,where it remains until summer, hence

the name of lager, signifying, in GormaD,
storage or stook. The beer sold in winter is
known, in German, as Schenk beer, because
it is made for present use. in making lager,
the barley, which is obtained from Canada,
New York, Michigan, Wisconsin, Ac., is
transformed into malt by soaking and drying,
similar to its preparation when intended for
ale or porter. The malt is passed through
grooved rollers, placed suificieutiy close togetherto crush each grain, and when the
brewing is to commence, the crushed malt is

put into a large vat, and hot water poured
over it, in which it is allowed to infuse fur
about two hours; it is then called wtci-A..
From tbis vat the mash is pumped otf into a

large copper boiler, and boiled tor half an

hour or so. Tbis process is peouliar to the
manufacture of lager beer, and serves to extracta larger portion of tbe saccharine and
ooloring matters than the simple infusion of
tbe malt. Tbe elear liquor thus extracted is
then pumped up into another vat, and boiled
with tbe requisite quantity of bops, by which
a pleasant and bitter flavor is imparted, and
confers on the beer tbe property of keeping
without injury. Tbis boiling is done in copperboilers, and is continued until the saccharometerindicates from 40 to 70 pouude
ol saccharine matter to the barrel. When
tbe liquor or wort has been sufficiently boiled,
it is drawn off from the vat, and cooled, at

rapidly as possible, to near me oruioar; u-m

perature of tbo air, so as to prevent the ir
regular acid fermeotation to wbicb it woulc
otherwise be liable. The cooling is accooc

p'isbed by means of large, shallow boxes, 01

elevated floors, with the edges raised sever

or eight inches, wbiob are placed permanent

is ran down into large fermenting vats, am.

then mixed with a sufficient quantity of yeact
where it remains from eight to teu days be
fore fermentation is completed.
The yeast used for making lager must b<

obtained from a previous brewiug of tlx
same liquor, and the fermentation whict
takes place from it is called the dowowarc
fermentation, because the yeast settles at tbi
bottom of the vat, instead of rising to the top
ae it doee in other malt liquors. The lage:
is then placed to casks in the vault, wberi
tbo air is excluded as muoh as possible, th«
aalt being divided off into rooms of abou

50 feet and only one room opened at a time
One of the peculiarities of lager beer is tbi

flavor imparted to it by the casks. Tbi
casks, previous to use bave their interioi
completely coated with rosin; this is done bt
pouring a quantity of melted rosin into tbi
cask wbile tbo bead is out, and igniting it
after it has been in a blaze for afewminutei
tbo head is put in, which extingu«bes th«
fire, but the rosin still remains hot and li
quid. Tbo cask is tben rolled about, so as t<
coat every part of the interior. This rosii
imparts a trifle of it pitchy flavor to tbo beer
To giro some idea of the extent to wbici

this business is conduoted, it is only necessa

ry to state, that one vault, Bergner's, oca

entire amount made in the city during tbi
