A ocorespondent of the Baltimore Awmerican,
thus deecribes the last resting place of the
subject of Beroardin de St. Pierre’s charmiog
story, “Paul and Virgiois,” near Purt Louis,
on the I<land of Maaritios:

On arriving at Port Louis, I started for
ghore, and in company with some frieods
took a carriage for the tombs of Peul and
Virginia. Ob leaviog the town we entercd
on & beautiful drive, over a fine read, sud
proceeded for several miles very pleasantly.
About six miles from town wa passed an old
Catholic churob, snd from its antique ap-

nes were induced to alight, aud went.
in, but the services were over, though we
amused ourselvea by examining its interior.
There were several fine paiotings and abun-
danes of gold in apd about the aitar, but
the rest of the ohureh was anytbing but five.

After leaving the church we proceeded to
the cemetary, where wo wore both pleased

The spot is & romantic and beautiful one,
and could one believe the story and lovk up-
on this spot, he must have a traly bard beart
not to be affected by it. We remained about
balf an bour at and about tke tombs, and al-
though closely watshed, one of the party suc-
eeeded in getting a piece of mortar of and
pocketed it.

The archives of the government bere tell &
different story from the tale written of Paul
and Virginia. It amouots to this—that a
young Frenchman and his sweet-hourt eloped
and got on board a vessel bound to this place
before they could get warried; opon arriving
at the island a terrible storm urose and the
wessol was wrecked. Paul could bave soved
Virginia if she bad been willing to remove
her clothing, but this she refused to do, snd
a8 be would oot leave her, botb of them were
drowned. When last seen on the vessel,
they were clasped-in each other’s arme, wnd
when their bodies were found they were in
the same position on the beach, more than
half covefed with sand. Such is the story on
record, and I think by far the most likely voe.

GRASS IN THE PARKS OF LONDON.

The Gardiner’s: Chronigle, an English pub-
Jication, says that there is & prospect of the
total destruction of the grass in tho really
beautifal parks of the British metropolis.—
In the Green Park, around Stafford House,
and in the Regeot’s Park, the fine velvet torf
is entirely disappesring. “If you walk,”
says the Chronicle, “over the ground you
gee littlo except dirty turfe of a tow-like sul-
stance, (the remains of the berbage tbat has
perished,) with holes between, tbrough
which the enemy bas retreated to bis sub-
torranean quarters.” The decay seems to

in circles, constantly widening; the
surfaces of which are in the morning covered
with grube, and theso in the afternoon are
found in countless numbers underneash the
sod.

The insect known to the children as “Dad-
dy Longlegs,” or “llarry Longlegs,” is the
parent of this mischief. It deposits its egee
by thousands, in the turf, and these produce
the grub which feeds upon and destroye the
teoder roots of the grass. Probably many
of our rural readers bave frequendy sc¢on
this insect in the act of thus depositing ite
eggs, witboat being aware of its eurious
movements or the important results which
wore to follow. On slmost apy eveniog in the
Jate Summer or early Fall, the female of this

raceful insect may be veen performiog rap-
3d gyrations on the sarface of & smooth tarf,
spinning round on its dorsal entremity with
guch velocity thut its wings and logs are
scarcely vicible. The born like terminus of
its body is tbue used us an auger or gimlet,
and in the holes thus bored 1o the turf the
inseet deposits & number of egpe which vre
hatcbed in the Spring and produce the
*Jeather-coated grubs,” epoken of by the
Chronicle ns being so destructive. We im-
agioe that any application in the late Spring
or Summer, ie too late to become a remedy.
