CorrtXfjoutlence of the Alexandria Gazette.
Cati.ktts, .July 2V..U.iw of tlie most respectablecitizens of our coroui'jr.ity, commiltedsuicide about one o'clock, on the llTth

inst. The beart-reuding circumstances arc

these: "The unfortunate individual, .Joseph
S. George, some fiitv odd years of age, living
near liristorsburg, went on the morning oj
the l27tii to the store near by, and a-ked for
pen and paper, stating that be wished to

write a letter, whieb proved to bo his will,
lie wrote with perfect composure, devising
ad h:s property which was considerable, to
his wile during her life, and at her death to
be equally divided between his children, six
in number, three ol whom are grown, and
three small, which instrument ho took to
three of Lis neighbors at a shop near by,
and requested them to sign it, stating that
he did nut expect to live long. Alter having
it atce-ted, he walked home, remaining there
some time, walked up stairs, got his razor,
and putting it in his pocket, went off to the
stubles, to which place his wife followed
him, seeing that he designed something..
She t:.o:e learned that he intended to destroyhimself, and alter talking with him a

while, she put her hand in his pocket, drew
jut the nit r, and persuaded him to accompanyher to the house which ho did, and afterreuiainiug there a while, he picked up
bis youngest child and played with it as

usual uutil hotter was commenced. He was

invited in but declined, stating ho did not
want to eat. 1 tie family and one of the
neighbors sat down, when Ins wile r ijocsted
him the second time to sit down, but receivtdthe same answer. lie krpt his scat in the
portico only a short time, nod r;is wife on misoughim told a servant to notice win-to he
hail g.-ne. The servant informed her that he
was returning from the sta.de. He then
passed in front of the do'W and walked to
the barn near by. His wife feeling nm-asy.
went thr-re as soon as she could, but. alas!
too late to see him alive. Uu entering the
barn she beheld her kind and alf'Ction-ite
busbar: 1 there suspetidcd by a r >pe, hcorpse.
