Virginia Bonds.

The New York Journal of Commerce says:.
The State ot Virginia, under date of March

22d. 1S>3'3, issued a ceitain amount of six y
cent ton Is "irredeemable lor twenty years from
theti2d day of June, lt>37, and afterwards to be
redeemed at the pleasure of the General Assembly."It was supposed that the State would

have such a regard for its own credit that provision
would be made for a par redemption of the

bond»after the twenty years had expired, but
this stems not to have been done. .Recently,
several amounts of these bonds have been receivedtiere from Europe, under instructions to

obtain, either the principal at par, or new bonds
lor an equal amount. If we are rightly informed.the authorities of the State of Virginia
decline to accede to either oi these propositions.
The ho der it he accept of their offer must retainthe old bonds redeemable "at the pleasure
of the Assembly." and therefore not readily to

be negotiable, or sell them to the State, which
oilers lor them about 90 cents to the dollar out

of the sinking iund; or exchange them for newbondsby an additional payment of one ^ cent!
