Blrglarious.An attempt was made on

Wednesday morning, about 2 o'clock, to rob
the dwelling house of Mr. Geo. W. IlarrisoD,
on Wolfe, between lliyal and Fairfax steets,
by two men, who succeeded in getting into
the house by torciog open a window fronting
on Wolfe streot. They forced open all of the
drawers &e. in tho lower part of the house,
making a complete wreck. Mr. II., who was

sleeping in the upper purtion of the house
alone, with bis room door locked, heard the
noise below, and being well provided with a

Colt's revolver, waited natientiv for them to
enter bis room. After lindiug nothing of
any value below, except a parcel of clothce,
wbich ibey bundled up, and left in the yard,
one of them proceeded up stairs, leaving tho
other below; and finding the main door locked,he attempted to forco tbo door open, and
being unsuccessful, began cutting odc of the
pannels out, and bad nearly succeeded
in so doing, when Mr. 11. not liking tbo idea
of being shut up in a dark room with
so bold n thief, placed the revolver within a

few feet of tho door, and fired twice through
it on a line with tho party cutting upju tho
out-side. The first ball it iasupposed certainly

took effect. The party then ran out of the
house, followed by Mr. II., who fired one

more shot as the robbers wero leaving the

premises, not being over 20 steps from one

of tbem, w ho ran about luu yards, Mr. II.
being almost upon him. The party succeeded
in jumping ever a fence, but not boforo Mr.
11. had given him another shot, while on the
fence, which shot, it is thought, also hit him.
He is represented as being a very large man,
Jressed in light clothe?; tho other a small
maD, dressed in black, with glazed cap..
Two such persons have been in town for the
last day or two; haviDg called at tho above

house, tho day before, and being informed
by the servant that no one was home, it is

thought that they are tho parties. Tiio police
hould look out lor them. They left two largo
atones lying uj on the floor opposite the door

they were cutting. The above statement has
been furnished by Mr. lieo. W. Harrison.
On tbo same night two strango men stoppedat a tavern on Union street, kept by Mr.

Kli Petty, and "put up" for the night. Aftertbe regular boarders bad retired, these
men emend an adjoining room to the ono
