To this, the Richmond Enquirer replies as
follows: —

“To disprove every allegation made by Mr.
Tyler’s inrarmsul. it is only necessay to stute
thattbe alleged violation of the chartered
privileges of the Richmond, Fredericksburg
snd Potomac Rail Road Compauy. by the
completion of the Virginia Central Rail Road
to Richmond, has been the selject of invis-

tigation before the highest judicial tribunals |

of Virginia, and before the Supreme Court of
the United States, aud decided by esch and
all of them against the assertions of Mr. Ty-
ler’s informaot.

An injunction was prayed against the Cen-
tral Railroad for violation of the chartered
privileges of the Richmond, Fredericksburg
and Potomae Railroad, in carryiog “thfough”
and “way travel.” This iojunction was re-
fused by the Court, and the Court of Ap-
fnll sustained the ruling of the Court be-
ow. The case was taken to the Supreme
Coart of the United States, which Court
“‘recognised the well settled principle, that
the grant of a franchise is of wo higher
order, and confers no more racred title than a
graot of land to an individual; and whea the
public necessities require it, the ove as well
a8 the other may be taken for public purpo-
ses, oo making suitable compensation, nor
does sach an exercise of the right of immi-
nent domain interfere with the inviolability of
contraots.”” And applying thie principleto
the then cootroverey Letween these parties,
(viz: the Richmond, Fredericksturg and Po-
tomae and Virginin Central Railreade) that
Court held that these respondents (the Vir-
ginia Central) *‘had the right under their
charter to construet their read from the Jane-
tion to the city of Richmond, and to cross the
road of the complainants ou the level there
of; and that the use of such a roud fur the
traneportation of freight was not a vivlativn
of the rights guaranteed to the cumypliivants
by their act of incorporation.” This then
sottles tho charga of bad faith by the highest
judiecial tribupal.

In chartering the Richmond, Fredericks-
burg and Potowao Railread Company, it wus
not the design of the Legislature to barter
away the power over interoal improvements,
or to deny to future Legislatures the power
to sapply the wants of the country, and the
ocapaacities of roads to meet them.

In 13, Howard’s Reports, (S. C. U. S,
will be found the decision of this case betwecn
these oompanies. From the opiviva of the
Court, delivered by Justice Grier, wo extract
the following: *Construing this act with
these principles in view, where do we find
that the Legislature bave contracted to part
with the power ol constructing other roads,

en between Richmond and Fredericksburg,
gr carrying coal or other freight?  Much less
ocan they be said to bave cootracted, that no
railroad connected with the Western part of
the State, shall bo suffered to cross the com-
plainants’ road, or run parallel to it, in any

rtion of ita ronte. Such a cuntract eannot
elicited from the letter or spirit of this sec-
tion of the sct. It contains oo pledge that
the State of Virginia will not allow soy oth-
er railroad to be constrocted between those
points, or any portion of the distance for any
rpose. But ooly a road ‘the probable ¢l-
sot of which would be tv diminish the nuw-
ber of passengers travelliog Letween the vne
city and the other, upon the railroad author-
ised by the aot,’ or to compel the company to
reduce the passage money.”

The cirouitous route, between Richmond
and Washiogton City, which, according to
Mr. Tyler’s ioformant, is now iojuring the
Richmond, Fredericksburg and Potomac Rail
Rosd Company, bas grown cut of the neces-
sities of the State; aud beouuse passengers
select- that oircuitous route in pre'erence tv
the more direot route by way of Fredericke-
barg, we cannot see bow the pledges ol
Virgioie are violsted. Atany rate, the char-
tor of the Virgioia Ceniral Rail Road has
been fully sustained by she bighest tribunal
known to State or Federsl laws. Aud we
venture the assertion, that Mr. Taylor’s infor-
mant will find great difficulty in conviuciog
the publio that Virginia bas violated h!,l:
pledges, or that she is *‘a repudiatiog State.
