EXTRAORDINARY INSTANCE.

A remarkable instance of the mania for
hoarding up money baa just been brought
to light in the Fauboarg St. Germain duringthe process of taking an ioveatory after
the decease of an old woman, who for many
years had lived in a very retired manner in
that part of Paris. When the notary who
was engaged in this operation went down
into the cellar to take an account of what
the place contained, his attention was attractedto a small opening just over a low
door. This door was opened, and the notary
found hiuneU in presenoe of an immense pile
of bags of money. In order to take them
out and count (heir contents be was obliged
to send fur nearly all the clerks of bis office.
There were in the bags a quantity of gold
and foreign coins, but h*e-franc pieces formedthe priucipal part ol this rich store..
Some otthe bags were completely rotten, and
te!i tc pieces on being touched. The ioventuryis not yet completed, but tho amouut of
this treasure is estimated at not less thaa a

million. The origin of this immense fortune
is as follow*: About ninety years ago a poor
Savoyard boy from Cbamouoi oarne to Paris,
and engagi d himself in singing and dancing
in ibe streets, and at other times in sweepingchimneys. At the end of a few years
he bad saved up a little money, and commencedbusiness on bis own aocount. By diot of
industrious economy be at length b«came a

wealthy man, married, and at bis death left
his widow 80 000 francs a year. S&e scarcelyspent C.000 fruncs a year, and the remaindershe put in bags and threw through the
above mentioned opening into a sort of cupboardin the cellar, where these thousands of
francs remained until she died at the age of
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eighty-eight. oue Dau oesiues puruuascu
several bouse*, and was tbe owner of tbe
Theatre du Luxembourg. By ber will she
bus lefi 2,000,000 franca to tba hospices of
the city of Paris, 300,000 iraocs to otber
:haritable establishments,20,000 fraous tuber
servant, and some legacies to distant relativesof ber husband, who still live in Savoy,
iler notary and urone are instituted ber universallegatees..

NOAH'S AKK. A"A MODEL SHIP.
We observe in that admirable work by

Frank K. Goodrich, recently published by
Lippincott k Co., a very curious passage, in
which tbe author states that tbe Ark, tbe
first and the largest ship ever built, bad pre*
cisely tbe same proportions as tbe steamers
of our own day. Its dimensions were tbrce
hundred cubits, by fifty, by thirty. Tboseof
several of the fleetest Atlantic mail steamers

are tbrre buodred, twenty-eight and a half
in depth. Tbey have, like tbe Ark, upper,
lower, and middle stories. It ie at least
singular that the ship-builders of tbe present
day, neglecting tbe experience acquired by
man from forty-two centuries spent more or

less upon the sea, should so direotly return
to the model of the vessel constructed to outridetbe fi )od. it was therefore with obvious
propriety that, at one of tbe late convivial
meetings in England, held in oonnectiun
with the interests of tbe commercial marine
Hnd the Atlantic telegraph, that a toart was
