ot in.Us distant, and is very rapidly approachingthe eartb, and already shows through a

o iiuqjHi opera glass a well defined tail. We
are told that during the first week in Octoberthe comet will be of the moat striking!
brightness, possibly thelargestof theceotury,
and ut that time will no seeu near Arcturus,
perhaps even surpassing that brilliant star in
si lend jr. It is now visible f^r about an hour
after sunset and an hout before sunrise, in a

line with the two stars called the Pointers,
and forming nearly a rigbt angle between
these and Arcturus. It is now best seen at
four o'clock in the morning.

Dr. CI >uld also suggested in the last numberof bis Journal that Iroui the similarity of
the elements it wus possible that this comet
was identical with the first comet of 18-7,
and also that of 17d4. This fact seems now,
from tne recent observations, almost certain,
affording a reasonable prreumpti <o that it is
it periodic comet, whose period is about
thirty- me years.
