RAILWAYS.
There arc, in different parts of the world,

now open to thn exigencies oi trade and travel,about 55,<X)0 miles of railroad, of which
Great Britain has about 9."00 miles, and the
rest of Europe abuut 21,000 miles, leaving
to the Uoited States and Canada about 25,000
miles. Great Britain has expended for her
railway system no less than $1,565,000,000,
or about $72 lor each inhabitant, boms
idea of the immensity of this vast system of
trade and travel-locomotion may be gleaoed
from tbe following statements: if all tbe enginesin use in Great Britain be supposed to
be ooocentraled into one engine, wbiob
should have run twelve months, it would have
passed over B0,000,000 of miles, which, if tbe

linil «inlw muHn .10 miles Mr hour.
would have required oo less than three year*,
tnuviog night and day. Nut less thau two
and a half miles of railway are constantly
covered by trains. To oootrol the motion of
these there are required no less than 5,000
locomotive engines. The total number of
oars is not less than 150,000. Admittiog
the average length to be twenty feet, if
these trains were linked together, the whole
would cover the New York and Erie Railroad
from end to end, and leave enough spare oars
to cover the road from Cincinnati to Hamilton
.some 500 miles in all. Oae hundred and
eleven millions of passengers pass over these
roads during the year, at an average distance
of twelve tuiles each, or for one man 1,332,
000.000 miles, or enough to oarry a man to
the sum and back no less than seven times
every year. To the people of Great Britain
there is thus saved, in the time of travel, no

less than 38,000 years every twelve months,
and in mouey, at a fair rate, $11.400.000,
cr nearly ten percent, on the $ 1,505,000,000
