It was our privilege npoo & rcosnt Sunday,
to attend pablie worship in a Quaker “‘Catbe-
drel,” io the very plessant vitlage of Ames-
bory, Mase. We went in company with
W bittier; the renowned Qaaker poet, whose
literary tame. cxtends moross . the Adlaniic,
and wuose purisy of life and rare fidelity to
his prineiples. command oniversal respect —
'I'be (riends attached towhe Friends’ Meeting
Houee io Buston are far different from those
connected with 8 Quaker ohurch ioa rural
village where the wursbippers follow agrical-
tural pursuits and tbe birde st the season of
the year do the singiog for the meetings oo
“first day.” We vever saw s0 neat a place
of public®sssembly se the bouso at Ames-
bury—the very floor is clesner thao the walls
of many of our city churcbes. Toe little
folks present were models of propriety, and
the whole atmosphere of the place was favor-
sble to refloction and meditation. Thbe ser-
vice consisied of the most profuucd silence, a
short but exoellent address, and a brief, com-
prebeneive prayer. We never bave witnces-
ed & more devout or thoughtfdl assembly.

The amsll oongregation of worshippers
were pot ioaptly calied *“Friends.” The
mild and amisble looks of thuee present gave
evidence uf calm sud tranquil souls and obar-
acters ip which were blenaed fratercal love,
universal eharity sod rectitude. We were
in & vhureh pot ouly withoat priests but
without racramente—no pesling organs, oo
trai-ed and vultivated siogers, no reading of
the Sacred Word, no bymn books, no written
discourse—there was not'even & puipit, that
grea. bulwark of Protestaotism, in the eanc-
tusry! Bat we felt that we were in & truly
Cbristian assembly. y

Those about us, acenrdiog to the tesimony
of the “‘world’s people,” are good weigbbors,
good men and womeo, good Cbristiane.—
They lead lives of unostentatious and simple
goodoese. We would recummend & visit to
8 Quaker meeting to those of our city frieods
who are in the vicinity of ome duriog their
summer vacations, The silence of the as-
sembly will be a novel experience to persons
accustomed to bave the outward senmses con-
stantly appesled to. Oae of the earlicet, a3
well as one of the most protraoted, silent
meetings named in history, ia recorded in the
book of Job, where Elipbaz, Bildad and Z»-
pbar remained with Job “‘seven days and
pights, aod noce spake a word uuto bim,
for they saw that bis grief was groat.”

A story is related of & person, who told &
Queker that the silence of » meeting of the
Society of Frieods was enough to kill tbe
devil; to which the Quaker replied, that it was
the very thing the silent assembly were try-
ing to do.

An Eoglish Archbishop bas stated that
religivn seoms to have made the deepest
impression on the Quakers. Whittier bae
beaurifolly saids- i

The Quaker of the olden time!
How calm and firm, and true,
Unspotted by its wrong and crime,
He walked the dark earth through;
The lust of power, the love of gain,
The thousand lures of sin
Around him, had no power to stain
The love of puiity within.

As we sat within the plain walls of the
modest “meeting-houre,” and saw faces upon
which “tbe dove sat visibly brooding,” we
thought of Cbarles Limb's cbarmiong esssy
upoun such an assemblage, and the following
words of the gentle Eiia bavoted our medita-
tions: 9

“Wouldet thou know what true peace and
quiet mean: wouldst thou find u refuge from
the noises and olamors of the multitude;
wouldst thou evjoy at onoe solitude and snoic-
ty; wooldst thou poesess the depth of thine
owo spirit in stilloess, without being shat out
from the consolatory faces of thy epecies;
wouldet thou be alone and yet accompanied;
golitary, yet pot desclate; sinular, yet not
without some vne to keep thee in couutecance;
g into a Qaaker meeting. To pace alone
in the cloisters or side aisles of some cathedral,
time-stricken,

——vor under-hanging mountains,
Or by the fall of fountains—"

is but a vulgar luzury, compared with that
which those erj 'y who come together for the
purpose of more complete, abstracted solitede.
Thisis the lonelinees “'ta be felt.”” The Ab-
bey Chureb of Westminster bath -vothiog s
solemp, 80 spirit-rorthing, 88 the naked walle
and benches of 8 Quaker meetiog. Hereare
no tombs, no insoriptions—
“Sands, ignoble things,

Dropped from the ruined sides ot Kings—"
but bere is sometbing which throws Antiqui-
ty herself into the foreground—Silence—
eldest of kirg+—language of old N'ght—pri-
mwitive discourser--to which the iusolent
decave of mouldering grandeur have but ar-
rived hya violent and, as we may say unvatur
al progression.

Frequently the meeting is hroken up with-
out a word having been spoken. But the
mind has been fed. You go away with a
sermon nut made with bande. You bave been
in the milder caverne of Trophonius,oras in
tome den, where that fiercest and esvagest
of all wild creatures, the fongue, that uvnruly
member, bas strapgely lain tied op and cap
tive. Yoo have bathed with stillness. Oh
when the spirit ie rore fretted, even tired (w
sicknesa of the janglings snd nonsense, noises
of the world, what a balm andsolaceitis to
go and seat yourwell, for a quiet balf bour
amorg geotle Quakers. Their garb and etill-
pess oupjuived, present an uuilurmity, tran-
quil snd herd like——ae ina oasture—"‘furty
feedirg 1 ke one.”—Boston Tran.
