Tbe best met bod of preserving cut flowers
for a length of time in water, it* a point which
is seldom sutisfaoto: iij explained or presented, S
notwithstanding its simplicity. The method V
commonly recommended is to frequently p
change the water, hut this, of itself, is scarce- n

ly of auy es ential benefit. /
The most advantageous mode is to cut 01

off half un inch or an inch of the stem that y
has been in tbe water, according to the length tI
of it; this will again open the pores that have ^
become ohaed with glutinous matter that a
bae exuded from the stem when first cut, and
tbe pores being stopped very olten before the D
stem is placed in the water, frequently oc- $
casioos rapid withering. By cuttiug tbe tt
bottom of tbo stem, the moisture immediate- (j
iy Dfgiue 10 now upwarus, ana ine urancn |
soon recovers its vigor. The stems of flow- t|
ers are also frequently kept iu water until Bj
the bottom begins to rot and decay; these if uj
cut above tbat, will also recover again, and, ^
when placed'in tresh water, will Irequeutly
continue tresb for some time afterwards.

Flowers bought in shops and markets aro j,
ofteu dried at the bottom, before restored |;
again to tbe water, the bottoms of tbo stems p;
of these should therefore always be cut before i
immersed iu water agsin. It is necessary
tbat tbe water in wbicb llowers are placed be
fresh, but not too cold; if allowed to stand a

few hours before being used, it ie better suitedfor tbe purpose. Ir
