Whereupon there was some private chat betweencounsel on bub sides, and then it was

announced to the Court that both parties
had agreed it should be a veidiotfur }>etty larceny.

It seems that the private understanding
between them was, that deloudaDt eoould
pay back to 11. G Campbell bid one hundred
dollars, with interest thereon. But Camphell,the prosecutor, is at least oue hundred
and fifty dollars clear money out of pocket,
being lees paid to the lawyers for prosecuting
the ea>e. Toe jury dispersod. Court adjmrned for the day. After supper, his Honorwas induced to take his seat in the Court
House again. An eti >rt was made to collect
all the jury. They succeeded in getting nine
ol thejury back. Geueral Biine, after a lew
words t> the jury, asked them if any one of
them objected to his Honor imposing a merelynominal fine and imprisonment against
the defendant Kersey. Two or threo of them
replied that th.;y did not. The rest of the
nine sat mu'c.in mute astonishment, llis
11 mat fined the defendant $oand imprisoned
him one hour in the countyjail!

.Section 3,173 oi the Code dtlines grand lar
oeny to bo stealing personal property exceed-
ing the value of twenty dollarB and punishes
the oti'endcr by imprisonment iu the penitentiarynot less than two nor more than five
years. Section 3,174 defines petty larceny,
and punishes the conviut by a hue uot ex-

ceeding oue hunJred dollars, and imprisoumen.in the county jail uot exceeding six
months. Section 3,175 reads thus: "Wheneverthe jury finds the deteodant guilty of
larceny, and thejury must ascertain the valueot each article stolen, and the Court must
render ju-Jguu-nt against the defendant for
the assessed value, unless su<*h stolen propertyhas been returned to the owner."

All the citizens of Camden who dolight in
seeing rogues detected and punished, accordingto the magnitude of the crime, did hope
that.since the fact was so plain to bis Honorthat the defendant was really guilty of
grand larceny, while he was to receive puni^Iiut-ntfor a iese crime, petty larceny.his
lienor would go as lar as tbe law would alluvvin punishing a criminal fir that offence,
to wit: tine delendantono hundred dollars and
imprison him for six months in tbe county
j til. Hut to the dismay and astonishment of
all, lie was turned loose in uur very midst.
The rogue who steals one hundred dollars

pays five dollars fur the privilege of stealing
another hundred. The honest man, who
prosecutes the rogue, pays one hundred and
ii ty dollars lur his privilege to do so, and
.earn- 11 lesson which teaches him hereafter
that it ho should catch a rogue stealiug anything,be must "lie low, keep dark," and say
nothing about it.

A Hold Fraud.
We stated a day or two since, that tbe

State Department at Washington had reason

to apprehend tbe existence of an attempted
fraud originating in England and practiocd
upon our citizens. We have been put in
possession ot a bit of evidence in relatioo to
it by Samuel Lawrence, esq., of our oity..

Coancery, and awaiting a claimant;he professed to be a court agent and to
have traced back family records through
many generations until he is convinced that
that Mr. L. is the legal claimant to tbe estate,valued at about $23,000. This gener-
ous information is accompanied with a requestto send him $25, as to confirm and validate(he right it will be necessary to obtain
copies ol certain old wills and documents now
baked up in the archives of the court. The

Office Register. Mr. Lawronco was for many
years postmaster at M;rtonsville, Woodford
county.where the letter was addressed,though
he had removed thence to this city. The
other copies of the circular, as far as be is
aware, have been sent to persons who held
similar oliicial positions. Tbe fraud was a
bold onp, but we are happy to believe that it
has not been eucccsstul iu a eingle instance
among our citizens. As (jrneral Cass has
doubtless communicated with Mr. Ballas on
the subject, the scheming Mr. Micbelsoo will
speedily vacate bis "Chaiing Cross Office.".
