bad subsided. Atoot two years thercalter
this ark was fired end burned.

Nothing daunted by this mishap, and be-
lieving that a “'sbip will” wouid prove bighly
successfal in this regioo of country, Mossss
Charlis A, Seig & Co. set to wurk at ouce,
built snuther ark twenty-one by eighty feet,
erected a 8ix story frame house oo the river
bank, to be used for storing grain, flour luw-
ber and machinery, und for cffices and dwell
ings, and began in earnest to put up their
mill machinery, preparatory to grinding.—
Just as they were about ready for operations,
the hard winter of 1835 '0 set in, and the
water wheel was carried away by the flating
ice. During the summer of 1836 a wvew
wheel was made, and the mill was thonght
to be ready for grinding the next season, but
another severe winter produced an abun-
dapce of ice, and the wheel was sgain des
troyed. Messrs, 8. & Co,, not willing to give
up an enterprise which they believed to be s
good one, aud on which they hiad spent thou.
sands of dollars, soon replaced the lust wheel,
arranged six pair of bturrs for grinding, and
started their machincery, us an exjiriment.
Everythiog working well, they conciuded
their difficultics wore atan end, and were
congratulating themselves on a mostsuceess
ful season; but a spring flod came down,
de yed the small highter which supported
thé water wheel on one side, and eomplotedy
frustrated their designs fur 1857, Sinee that
time Me=sre, 8, & Co., have been duing very
little, save repuiring the atk and mackivery,
and endeavoring to bo ready for the grindiug
eeason of 1850,

the kitchen of the larg: frame bouse, and was
entirely accidental.  Mre. Seig was in the
buildir g at the time, just preparing for bed,
and barely bad time tov eceape trom the de-
vouring flimes, losing m st of Lis wanlrobe,
and all kis papers and bo ks, A servant,
who cecupied un out-house, aleo bad a nar-
TOW esoape.
