tria, is principally, “that France has pro-
posed reforms in the Papal dominions which
the Pontiff refuses to entertain, and that
Austria has been in vain invited to press
them in conjunction with France, and on the
understanding that if they were not aceeded
to, both France and Austria should withdraw
their troops from the Roman states. Noth-
ing could appear more fair.  Of course, how-
ever, the Emperor Napoleon was well aware
that the Poqe would not consent, and that
Austria would not be a party to his coer-
cion.”

“Moreover, Austria has refused = execute

the treaty of Paris in regard o the naviga- |

tion of the Danube: when the revolution hroke
out three weeks ago in Servia, she started
march a body of soldiers into that territory,
and wag only stopped by a combined diplo-
matie note from Paris, signed by Frauce,
Russia, England, Prussia and Sardinia:
moreover she has opposed the organization of
the new government of the united Principali-
ties as decreed by thelast conference of Paris.
These are the complaints of France against
Austria, but upon these alone France could
not declare a war, since all the other powers
who signed the treaty can urge the same
complainte, and Austria would never pretend
to resist the power of all these combined.”

It is to Italy then that we are to look for
the only grave side of the question. If the
Italians under the yoke of Austria should
rise, and if Sardinia should aid them, as she
inevitably will, could France urge non-fulfil-
ment of tie treatment of Paris as a sufficient
cause for aiding Vietor Emanuel and the
Ttalians of the Austrian dominions? France
has sympathy for Italy, butshe has no direct
excuse for engaging inan Italiun war a rainst
Austria. This is the guestion whil!iu the
French public are trying to solve.
