Pittsburg coal will certainly
not get any lower, and it is very seldom to
be had in this market at that price. Only
think of it -one hundred barrels of Pittshurg
eoa! for jit't;/ dollars!

There is a very suggestive fact contained
in the above announeemeiit. Assuming that
a barrel of coal contains three bushels, which
is a low estimate, we find by a simple calculationthat Pittsburg coal is selling in the
Memphis market at seventeen cents per
bushel.
From Pittsburg to the mouth of the Ohio

river, the distance by water, is justone thou
sand miles. From the mouth of the Ohio to
Memphis, the distance is two hundred miles.
Hence, then, we see that coal is mined near

Pittsburg, transported twelve hundred miles,

snhl ia Memphis at seventeen cents.leaving
a margin of profit to the dealer.
