The liOinion papersof recent dateannownce

the death of Ileary llulluui, the distinguish- I

ed historian and author, lie was almost,
the last survivor of that illustrious band of;
prose writers whose works may he said t«»

nave reached the oarlv }a»rt of the nine-
teenth century.the golden age of English
literature. If all writers of history had J
been influenced by the honest zeal for truth
and the spirit of impartiality which characterizedhis productions, the sarcasms which
have been uttered .on the unreliability of
history, would never liave gained currency in
the literary world. He was born about the
year 1778, and was educated at Eton, and
bxford, but since he left the University has j
resided in London. In 1880 he received one
of the 50-guines gold medals, instituted by
George the lYth, for eminence in historical
writing, the other having been awarded to |
ourown countryman, Irving, alter tne publicationof his History of Columbus. He was

one of the early contributors to the Edin-.
buryh Jieoieir, and took au active part in the
movement for the abolition of the slate
trade. He led so strictly the life of a Scholar
that very little has ever been heard of him,
and consequently next to nothing is known
of bis personal history, except as an author.
He was so little known when Hymn wrote
his British Bards that the satirist could say I

of him only, "the classic llallain, much re-

nowned for Greek." Greek was not a .ijjtciu-
lity of Hal lam, but the incensed poet must
hare a fling at him because he was one of the
Scotch Reviewers. Buta greater degree ofinteresthas been felt in the historian of late
years, since the publication of Tennyson's
In Memoriam, from the circumstance of that
noble poem having been inspired by the
grief felt for the loss of liallam's son, the
poet's iutimate friend and companion. It
was in the year 1818 that Hallam published
his first work, which gained him at once a

high literary reputation, the View of the
State ofEurope during the Middle Ages..
Nine years aiterwards he published his ConstitutionalHistory of England from tlio death
of Henry VII. to the death of George 11..
His next and last work was his Introduction
to the Literary History of Europe, during
the Fifteenth,* Sixteenth, and Seventeenth
Centuries; and it was in the introduction to
this work that he makes tho touching allusion
to the great calamity which had overtaken
him in the loss of his remarkable son, who j
had mure than fulfilled the brilliant promise
of his boyhood. Mr. llallam died on the 22d
ofJanuary, at tho age of eighty.
