There are in the Library, 4904 volumes,
snd 2580 volumes have been drawn during
the present year—a number less, by about
two hundred, than were taken from the
shelves last year.

In closing this report, we cannot forbear
expressing our astonishment, that while there
is o much rewding in our community, an in-
stitution capable of affording such opportu-
nities for an indulgence of the taste for it,
should be suffered to languish for want of
funds. Surely, the minds of our young peo-
ple would be improved in a far greater de-
gree, by an acquaintance with the writings of
the greatest historians, novelists, and poeta of
our own and former periods, than by a perusal
of the miserable trash, which, if 1t does not
corrupt the heart, assuredly neither enlightens
the mind, nor improves the taste; and yet we
are told that the sums expended annually by
our people in the purchase of trashy periodi-
culs, are 8o large, that were but a portion of
the funds thus appropriated placed at our
dixposal, the price of subscription could he
reduced to @ sum merely nominal; a sala
sufficient to compensate the Librarian for his
entire time could be afforded; ard every cur-
rent publication which would be called for,
could be procared without delay.

We trust our fellow-citizens will give their
serious consideration to this subject, feeling
assured that if they can be induced to do so,
vo further appeal will be necessary to
enlist their sympathies for our time-bonored

institution.
