FRANKLIN'S SON.
_Speaking of theson of Dr. Fraoklin, the
Newhurypyrt Hernld sayx:

**Ax the name of Franklin is prominently be-
fore the public, it may not be uninteresting
to give some weeount of his only son, William,
abomt whom we think liltleh{mwn by the
community at large. Unlike his father, whose
chief eluim is for the invaluable services he

| rendered his country in her greatest need, the

son was from the first to the last a devoted
luyalist.  Beforo the Revolutionary war he

held several civil and military offices of im-

portance. At the commencement of the war

 he held the office of Governor of New Jersey,
which appointment he received in 1775.—

- When the dificulty betwesn the mother coun-
try and the colonies wascoming to a crisis,

he threw his whole influence in favor of Juy-

ulty, and endeavored to provent the Legisla-
tive Assembly of New Jersey frum sustain-
ing the proceedings of the eral Congress

of Philudelphia. These effurts, however, did

but little to stay the tide of popular sentiment

in favor of resistance to tyranny, and soun in-
volved him in difficulty. He was deposed
| from office by the Whigs, to give placeto Wm.
| Livingston, and sent a prisoner W Cunnecti-
| cut, where he remained two years in East
| Windsor, in the house of Capt. Ebenezer

{ Geant, where the Theological Seminary now

!wrands. In 1778 he was exchanged, and svon

| war, which is of public notoriety, will aceount
| for my lenving him no more of an estate he
| endeavored to deprive me of.”
