ofam ust and Christian education. A soldier
of Italy at lb years of Hge, he fought dauntlesslyin the Lombard ranks, uiul saw bis
brother Ileiirv and Iris dearest friends fall by
his side: decorated with the crossof St.Maurice,sub-Lieutenant in the Sardiniun l'ersagliori.he desired to fight in their rankinthe Crimea. Alas! he was doomed only
to salute the new aurora of Italy's redemption.Dead of pulmonary consumption, lie
passed to the Lord on the 10th of thin month,
aged 20.

"Poor Kmilio ! Milnn, thronging around
your bier, honors in you, the courageous soldierand citizen, and the exain|de ot its young
men. The f riends who here pruy for your
eternal repose, and all who lament your
premature end throughout Italy, will rememberyour honored and beloved name alike in
the tearful days of combat and iu the joyous
days of victory."
