| pany. The rock has long been regarded as
| & famous place, and a grent many things
[have bLeen written sbout it. Strangers
[ coming on the coast always climb to the
| mast heads, with spy-glasses, tosee Plymouth
| Rock.
| The American eagle, for a great many
years, used to come and whet Lis beak on
this rock, but in 1653, Miles Standish, in or-
der to keep it from getting stolen, took all
there was of it, and carried it up and put
it in front of Pilgrim Hall, where it remains
at the present time, invested with great in-
terest and an iron fence. The fence bears
the names of all the Pilgrimsin cast-iron let-
ters shat can’t be rubbed out, On the other
part of the rock the descendants of the Pil-
wrims have landed, beenuse they have cover-
| ed it over with land, probably to save it from
heing worn out by the sllusions touching it
thatare thrown off by the Fourth of July
orators, and other patriots,
Plymouth Rock is the corner-stone in the
cellar-wall of our republican structure,
mragorically speaking, and the spirit of
iberty sits upon it with a drawn sword in
one hand, and the torech of freedom in the
other. The monument of the Pilgrim Fath-
ers, commenced by Mr. Billing, in 1083,
upon the Plymouth Rock, will be three thou-
sand foet above the level of the sea, and can
be easily seen from New Haven, the place the
Pilgrims came from, with the naked eye.—
Pregrimy White, the first child born in
Massachusetts, wus born on Plymouth Rock,
and Miles Standish, when John Alden
swindled him out of Priscilla, in 1R0%,
sharpened his sword on Plymouth Rock.—
It is one ofthe palladiums of our liberty, and
it foes invade the shores of Plymouthat low
tide, the p«-.npiu will throw this rock in their
teath. It is a pracious legacy from the Past
to the Present, und from it may be reckoned
the Pilgrim’s Progress.”
