passions of your sex arc easier raised than
allayed. Ho not, therefore. Itoast too soon,
or too strongly of your insensibility. *

* * Love is said to he an involuntarypassion, and it is, therefore, contendedthat it cannot be resisted. This is
true in part only, for like all things else,
when nourished and supplied plentifully
with aliment, it is rapid in its progress,
hut let these he withdrawn, and it may be
stided iu its birth or much stinted iu its

It was favorably
viewed by his uncle. Whether it was fully
reciprocated was uncertain. A formidable
rival to Lewis appeared in young Carroll of
t 'arrollton, who had just returned from Kuropc
adorned with the graces offoreign travel, and
whose suit was countenanced by Mrs. Washington.These wereamong the poetic days of
.Mount Vernon, when its halls echoed to the
tread of lovers. They were halcyon days
with Miss Xelly, as she herself declared in
after years, to a lady from whom we have
the story: "I was young and romantic then,"
said she, "and fond of wandering alone by
moonlight in the woods of Mount Vernon..
Grandmamma thought it wrong and unsafe,
