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SHEEP vs. HOGS.

The question has been asked, which is the
most profitable to the farmer, Sheep or Hogs!
This, like the question we attempted to
answer in a late number of the Valley Farm-
er, “How much Pork will a bushel of Corn
¢?”, depends upon contingent circum-
:nt::m F?r:t. the breeds of bﬁ:h are to be
considered. Second, the advantages of con-
venient market, and the advantages and
facilities of the farm for the auccommodation
of the different classes of animals. Torender
sheep growing profitable, a breed must he
kept that will yield a good fleece and at the
game time be most valuable for mutton.—
The French Merinos give a fleece of the

greatest value to the manufacturer while

their mutton is inferior; the fleece of the

Merino, though superior in quality will bring

bat little if any more in our American mar-

kets than the wool from the South Down

whose mutton will bring the highest market
rice.

As we intimated in a former article, if
farmers generally knew how little they re-
oeived, in rn for the corn they feed to
their hogs, they would recure and maintain
the best breeds, and adopt a more economical
method of feeding. To make hog growing
profitable, those breeds should he kept that
will give the greatest inerease for the quan-
tity of food consumed, and will reach maturi-
t{ in the shortest period. In these respects
there is a vast difference in the hogs that we
mest with over the country.

On this question the Hon. John Went-
worth, who has turned farmer in Summit coun-
ty, Ill., makessome practical common sense
remarks in the Prairie Farmer. After com-
paring various breeds of sheep and hogs, he
concludes that there is a very material pre-
ference in favor of the South Down sheep and
the Suffolk hog. He says:
Down sheep and Suffolk hogs are very quiet.
They lose nothing from roving. What
they eat is absorbed in their system toa

greater extent than thateaten by any other |

animals of theirkind. Hence they make far
less offal. Forfive months in the year my

Suffulks and South Downs run togetherund |

have nothing but grass, and both keep fat.
"T'he fleece of the South Down sheep is gener-
ally one-fourth larger than that of the com-
mon sheep, and the chance of their extra
lambs wil plg for their keeping. I estimate
the expense of fattening out of the grass sea-
son, as only one half thatof the common sheep,

The Suftulk is a pet hog,
and the tendency of the owner is to spoil them
for breeding purposes, by allowing them to
become too fat before they approach maturi-
ty. We have imported several Suffulks for
lﬂﬂ'erent. farmers, and in a number of instan-
ces they were ruined by Leing fed too high-
1y on the way, and became so fat as to be
worthless for breeding. The Suffulk requires
nofeeding in summer while young, if grass
