Between | and 2 o'clock, 1% M., u very dark
and ominous cloud made its appearance in
the north-west, apd soon the vivid lightning
und startling thunder peals gave evidence of
the approaching tempest.

The wind and rain increased until 10
minutes before 3 o'clock, when the hail com-
menced, aud continued its ravages for 20
minutes, breaking n great quantity of win-
dow gluss, and almost wholly destroying
wme of our erops.
