personage turned upon the boy, whose fears
had not departed. The lips of the great
functionary opened, he stretched out his
hand, and uttered the terrible words, "Your
name is Jimmy H , is it not, my bo\ ?"
"Yes, Sir," faltered the youth. " WW/ jimmy,"continued the Chief Justice, rising with
alacrity, "let us go into the bark yard and
/tare a game of warble*.'" Aud the game
was played accordingly: which triumphed 1
did not hear. Other anecdotes are better
known, but one or two may be briefly related.as adding to the picture which I wish to
preseut. It has always been a habit of many
gentlemen of Richmond to go to market
themselves, and sometimes to carry home
their own baskets of provisions. J udge Marshallpursued this course frequently, and he
might often be seen returning at sunrise
from the "Old Market" to his house on ShoecoHill, with poultry in one hand and a basketof vegetables in the other. One morningat the market a young fashionable who
had lately removed to the city was heard
Bwearing violently. Hccoaid hire no one to
carry home a turkey which he had pur-
chased. In the midst of his profanity a

plainly.clad old countryman, apparently,
iippro&ched and asked where lie lived..
The young man informed him, and his reply
was, "That is my way. and I will take it for
you." He accordingly took the turkey; the
young gentleman strode before aud they soou
reached the bouse, whereupon the fashionable
took out his purse and said negligently, "What
ahall I pay?" "Oh, nothing Sir.""was the
reply; "ycu are quite welcome; it was on mv

way, and no trouble." ith which words
the plain old man bowed, und contiued his
way. Theother paused and looked after him; ;
there was something in the bow and the smile
-which struck him. "Who is that old fellow
who brought ray turkey home?" he asked of
an acquaintance passing. "The Chief Jus-
tice of the United States," was the auswer;
"and he brought home your turkey to give
you a reprimand, and learn you to attend to
your own business," Such "is the anecdote,
which is entirely true.an actual occurrence.
That the good Judge, however, did it to "reprimandthe youthful gallant, I do not believe.It was more probably the resultof his
kindly and obliging nature, which prompted
him to serve the least amiable of his fellow
creatures. I doubt if he would have cared to
he recognized beneath his plain garb. This
plainness more than once stood in his way,
and I shall present a single other anecdote
upon the subject.
One morning, after commencing the practiceof the law, he was strolling along Main

street, or, as they called it then, "Brick Row,"
dressed in a linen roundabout, knee-breeches
of the same material, and cotton stockings,
He was eating cherries from a straw hat
which he held under his left arm, and stoppedin the front of the old "Eagle Hotel,"
the scene of the great La Fayette rejoicing
in 1824, to chat a moment with the landlord.
After laughing and talking for some minutes,
he passed on, and the landlord turned to a

Mr. P , from the country, who had come
to town to engage counsel in a great suit, and
told him that the youth was Mr. John Marshall,whom he had advised him that morningto employ. Mr. P , who had fully
intended to call and retain the young lawyer,
now revolted from such an unprofessional
looking character. He determined uot to

employ him; and going to the clerk's office,
asked him to recommend an able advocate..
The reply was "John Marshall," as before;
and again the devourer of cherries, in n linen
roundabout, was declined. At the same

xnomeutMr. V , amost dignified oldlawyerin a black coat, powdered wig, with an air
of great learning and profoundity, entered,
una Mr. P , charmed with his appearance
engaged him immediately. Court met, and
another case came on first, and Marshall and
Mr. V encountered, to the complete overthrowof the latter. The inferiority of the
powdered wig and black coat to the wearer

ofthe roundabout and straw hat, was so perfectlyobvious that Mr. P went to Marshall,apologised for his doubts, which he
frankly confessed, and retained hiiu to assist
in his case. Marshall smiled and acquiesced,
but had his laugh and his joke at the danger
oftrusting to powdered wigs and not the brain
