wto the Queen's service without being con-
sulted—have objected o the transfer. and
demanded the payvment of fresh bounty, as
if they had only just offered to enlist in her
Mijesty s service.

When the wews of the first outhreak of
this disaffection renched the Commander-in-
chief, he caused a close examination to be
made by the commanding uthicers of the
different regiments, and when he received
their reports was inclined o admit the jus-
tiee of the soldiers” demands.
