V.'c know how they muinhle, and prose, and
coiiiphiiti; we know their prejudices, the
stupid remarks they make about affairs of the
day, and their feeble attempt to compensate
lor much ignorance and wickedness by the
continual obtrusion of some foolish hobby or

pretence of godliness. It they are strong and
rich, they are brutally selfish and dictatorial:
if not. they are misanthropes. In fact, unless
one can hope to be something U-tter than the
average, reason would dictate u short career.

winning friends; still open to conviction;
still learning; ami, besides governing the nation,able to tnake a good speech for anyliodythat wants one. Here we have him
distributing prizes at the University College,
surrounded by some of the chief educationistsin the country, and surpassing them on

theirown ground, even while, w ith his wonted
gi*>d nature, he is reminding people of their

good sayings. Well, tell us how this is, you
jolly young fellows who think the tun of life
inust )>e over at thirty, und that at forty a

rmtn is n >>,>ntii,iii»><i old flareV. ifood h'T llotll-
ing under the suu. except, perhaps. to make
money and leave it to his betters. \.>ur I're-
inier is twice this age:.beat him if you can.

Hun a tiit with him anywhere. Cross rapiersat a table, put on the gloves with him at

St. Stephen's, draw a b«»w with him for a
aet speech on an important subject, and you
will hud him your letter.better for hand,
and for eye, and for stamina. How is it,
thiuk you.' What virtue or what \ice of our
system still brings this man to the top of us

all? He is only an Irish Peer; he has enough
for his position, but no more; he pretends
neither to much religion, nor to none; he is
not even an orator, for he is incapable of a

philippic, a tremendous argument, or an

overpowering climax. The old idea of the
man who wields a fierce democracy or commandsthe applause of a Senate is scarcely
fulfilled in him whoagaiuaud again becomes
by common consent the first man in the na-

tioii. There is a mystery to be solved in a

resultof which the means are so wanting to

the end. It is a mystery of nature and id'
art, and when Lord Faluierston comes before
a throng of young aspirants for fauie and
advancement, and tells them the right way
to get ju. we hail him not merely as a inuii

who has just got up some views on education,
but as one who has solved in his own case a

frcat secret of life, and now tells us how he
as done it.
Of course, we must put some things aside

as very necessary to success in life, hut not
to the purpose in a distribution of prizes..
The chief are the social qualities.a capacity
for friendship, a real interest in worthy per-
sons and objects, a command ot temper, and
a good natured indifference to the petty uni-
mosities of the vulgar. Where these are not

it is almost vain to recommend them, and
Lord Palinerstou might as well have advised
all his young hearers to stand at least five feet
teu iu their shoes as recommend a kind and
geuerous disposition. An regards wliat can

be done, and what every lad can resolve to
do <>u entering a college or he-taking himself
to his garret, Lord Paliuerston gives most

admirable, most simple, and most intelligible
advice. The points of most importance, in
his own estimation, must be those which he
most insists upon and returns to. The tirst
of these is perseverance against failure,
against defeat, against the continued pressureof adverse circumstances. Strange adviceto hear from a man in theis empire! For
this he quotes a remarkable saying of Mr.
Fox, who hoped more from the man who had
not succeeded, but went on in spiteofit, than
from the buoyant career of tbc successful.. J
This was well for Mr. Fox, who combined
genius and success, but lost the prize for
want of the very quality be praised. Lord
Palmerston's career has been pre-eminently
one ot industry and perseverance. He must
be a very old man indeed who remembers the
time when Lord Palmcrston was not in the
House of Commons, taking every opportunity
of doing bis duty as a legislator, and wheu
in office as a servant of the Crown. For half
a century he lias been as constant to that floor
as any man ot business to his desk. To un-

dertake such a servitude beforehand is some-

thing overwhelming. Who would do it for
any consideration? Consider that it involves
London for more than half the year, a renunciationof dinners, parties of all kinds, and
what is more, domestic life, except on a few

precious evenings, and the bulk of one's time
to be spent in listening to exceedingly dull
speeches.consider all this, and one would

glady compound with sum" admitted misfortunethan lie bound for such a slavery. But
that has been Lord Palmerston's own career,

if the hundred thousand revolutions of a millhorsecan he so called. He has made it his
rule to give an unflagging attention to every-
thing and everybody; to lose no opportunity;
never to get behind eveu for five minutes 111

the Parliamentary race. So he is the man to

tell us, with singular authority. "The whole
life of man in a country like this is u life of
struggle, of competition--1 will say of light!
.of competition with those who are running
the same race, struggle with circuuistunces,
fight against adverse fortune which may «vcrynow aud then await him. But lie who
enters into the race with that dogged perseverancewhich is the peculiar characteristic
of the English nation, is sure to bring out sue- j
cessfully those talents with which uutiire may
have endowed hiui, and, whatever the amount
of his ability, will always be sure to improve
that ability and apply it as successfully as

circumstances will allow him."
