STURGEON.

*een upon the river eagerly watching for the
flab asthey ascend to their spawning grounds.
A few are cAtight in another way.that is l>y
a person taken a covenieut station on the
bridge, and allowing the harpoon to drop on

the fish as he slowly ascends the shallow
stream. Should the tiArpooner miss his aim,
however, he runs the risk of breaking his instrument,as the river bed just here is very
rocky, and the harpoon falls with great velocityfrom a height of nearly thirty feet. When
the blow is successful, the sturgeon is frequentlykilled instanter, the weapon passing
entirely through his body. Some of these
tish attain a large size, frequently weighing
as much as 200 lbs.
