.1 lbs. lair quality Xew Orleans augur, put in

barrel* tilled full, refined with i*ingla.s*, and
allow it t«» remain in the barrels till spring,
ami then buttled. By adding to or diminishingthe quantity of sugar, it will vary the
strength of the wine in the Mine proportion.
The pure juice, without water, makes a

very strong wine by using 4 lbs. of sugar t«
each gallon. The advantage of the rhubarb
is that it affords a greater quantity of juice
than any other plant; and it is of a better
quality than any but grape juice for the man
ufacture of domestic wine. It will utford an

abundance of cheap vinegar. The acid of
the plant, as all pie-makers are aware, is
decidedly .sharp. Mr. (1. Lewis, last season,
made from one-eighth of an acre 4lHl gallon*.
It is a fair estimate that 2, *>00 gallons can

be made frotu an acre well cultivated. The
wine costs alsait forty cents per gallon to
