- GOOD CHILDREN.

The Professorat the Breakfast Tuble, in
his talk to the readers of the Atlantie, for
August, offers some pungent suggestions
concerning good children and their memoirs:

In early years, while the child “feels its
life in every limb,” it lives in the body and
for the body to a very great extent. It
ought to be so. There have been many very
interesting children who have shown a won-
derful indifference to things of earth, and an

extraordinary development of thespiritual na-
ture. There is a t literature of their

biographies, all alike in their essentials, the
same ‘“disinclination to the usual amuse-
ments of childhood;” the same remarkable
sensibility; the saume doeility; the same con-
scientiousness; in short, an almost uniform
character, marked by beautiful traits which
we lovk at with a painful admiration.

It will be found that most of these chil-
dren are the subjects of some constitutional
unfitness for living; the most frequent of
which I need not mention. They are like
the beautiful, blushing, half grown fruit that
falls before ita time, because its core is gnaw-
edout. They have their meaning,—they do
not live in vain,—but they are windfalls.—
I am convinced that many healthy children
are injured morally by being furced to read
too much ubout these little meek sufferers
and their spiritual exercises. A :

Here is & boy that loves to run, swim, kick
football, turn somersets, make faces, whittle,
fish, tear his clothes, coast, skate, fire crack-
ers, blow squash *“tvoters,” cut his nume on
fences, read about Robinson Crusoe and Sin-
bad the Sailor, eat the widestungled slices of
cakes and candies, crack nuts with his back
teeth and bite out the better part of another
boy's apple with his front ones, turn up up-
wrs, “stick” knives, call namex, throw stones,

nock off hats, set mouse-trapy, chalk door- |
steps, “cut behind” anything on wheel or |

runners, whistle through his teeth. “holler
fire!” on slight evidence, run after soldiers,
patronize an engine company, or, in his
own words, “‘blow for tub No. 14, or what-
ever it may be;—isn’t that a pretty nice sort
of a boy, though he has notgot anything the
matter with him that tukes the tuste of this
world out?

Now when you put into such a hot-blood-
ed, lmrd-ﬁamd).' round cheeked little rogue’s
hand a sad-looking volume or pamphlet, with
the portraitof a thin, whitefaced child, whose
