American Timber for the British Government.

[t may noc be known to our readers that |

at this time there are being cut and prepared
at the Rowleshurg Tron and Lumber Cow-
'p:!u_v'-s mills, Virginiu, some fifty thousand
sticks of white oak, for zun earriiges for the
British Government.  Rowlesburg is on the
Cheat river, where it is crossed by the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad, on which road the
timber iz carried to Baltimore and then ship-
ped w England. The person who is getting
this timber, has been shipping white oak tim-
ber to the British Government, or for the
British markets, largely during the lust two
or three years, and has sent to Liverpool. from
Baltimore, this year, nearly, or quite, twenty
large ships' cargoes, We learn he bas just
chartered four ships, the least of which is
over a thousand tons burden, tw load jmne-
diately for the same port.

e hus over three bundred men employed
in getting timber in the mountains, neir
I‘{-'\fh-ahur;.;—u part of which is for the en-
tire frame of a shup of eighteen hundred tons.
His expenses in the woods, and for ruilway
freight, alone, are said to be over five hun-
dred dollars per day.

The Cheat river oak is said to ke the best |

yet imported into England, and far surpasses
the Canada oak, which it is fast superceding.
Mr. Thoroton, the gentlemuan above refer-
red to, is sald to have contraets for as much
timber as he can get ont for near two years
ahead.  The large torests of white oak that
bt u lew venrsago wereeverywhere over New
Jersey, Delaware, Maryland, and Eastern
Virginia, have nearly all disappeared, and it
will not be many years till all those States
will be entirely stripped of this valuable spe-
cies of timber,  We think our Government
should look ahead u little, so that our live
and white oak timber may not all be carried
away, and we left without a supply.—2"hilu-
delphia Press. P
