As no record has ever been made
of the circumstance, that I am aware of. I
deem it sufficiently fresh and interesting to

constitute a brief article for ilie Watchman
anil Reflector.
A respectable old gentleman, of the name

of V., who, though a layman, lia<l spent the
greater part of his life in proclaiming the
4ioM»el to a perishing world, and whose
character for piety and good works was nc

knowledged by all clause* of the community
hi which he lived,.had fallen into the
habit of singing praises to (Sod in the dead
hour of the uight, while he himself, as well
as all around him, was wrapt in the iimst

profound slumber. He would sit up in bed,
turn over the leaves of an imaginary hymn-
book, give out the verses, pitch the tune, and
go through the while piece as accurately us

if he were awake, and perfectly conscious of
what he was doing.
Tow ard the latter period of his life he not

only sang hymns during those nocturnal ex¬

ercises, but would go through the entire
service of the sanctuary, reading and sing¬
ing alternately, making extemporaneous
prayer, reading a chapter in the Bible, and
even selecting a text, and pr. aching a ser-

mon therefrom, in a most connected and im¬
pressive manner, relerriug to corresponding
portions of the Scripture with an accuracy

truly astonishing to all who witnessed it..
His daughter and son-in-law, now residing
Hot many hours'* rule from this city, per
f-oas of intelligence and undoubted veracity,
have assured lite writer ot tills article, that
they often stood by the bedside of their ven¬

erable parent, and followed him hi his
reference to Scripture texts and contents,
and never knew him to fail iu making a quo-
lulioii.

I hcre was one occasion in purticu lar, in
Avhich the\ undertook U> sit up all night, and
walcli liiiu 111 those extraordinary exercises,
in order t.» satisfy their curiosity its !.< h..w he
acted. us well before as after" the singular
performance. it proved to »»«. oneof the most
i*« 'iiltdete ex hi bitions of the phenomenon that
they had ever witnessed in huu;audsuch was

the awe and solemnity, the almost super¬
natural u«.peet of the whole proceeding that
they were painfully affected bv it for some

time alter. The clock had just struck twelve,
when the venerable man, still fast asleep,
began to show signs of restlessness. He
turned over in the bed two up three times,
cleared his voice as if about to speak, took
otf his night cap, and laid it aside upon
the pillow, and finally sat upright. He then
adjusu-d the bed-ciotbe» a* he would have
done a pulpit-cushion, settled his imaginary
book before him, turned down the leaves for
the appointed lesson, and ho on. and then
when all Has in due order, and in strict a<

eordance with his usual form and practice
w hen actually in the pulpit, lie Commenced
the service by giving out the hymn, naming
the identical page on which it was to be
found, and sang it through without a flaw
or lalter. He next proceeded with the prav-
ei, which was one of the most powerful
they had ever heard him make. The con¬
fession of sins.the intercession.the thanks¬
giving.the supplication in behalfof sinners
of his own aud every other congregation then
assembled, surpassed auything they had ever

beard. During the prayer the old man

wept freely, using a handkerchief for his
tears, which his daughter had ijuietly placed
beside him.

Xcxt came the sermon. The text was ta¬
ken from one ol the four (lospcls, the writer
forgets which, hut it was on experimental re¬

ligion. And such a discourse! The old
man's lips seemed touched w ith living fire,
w hile he disclosed the workings of the hu¬
man heart, and showed the operations of
the Holy Spirit tui the inner uiun. It was u

seasnu of heart-searching and selfcoudemua-
tnui even to the worthy and virtuous pair
who formed the only congregation on that
Solemn uight.a cold, starlight Winter's
night, by the way, with 110 sound stirring,
save an occasional flap ol the shutter* by
the passing w ind.

i lie sermon concluded, there was then a

hymn, and finally the benediction, pronoun¬
ced without-stretched arms, and with all the
fervor ot a loud parent over his departing
eluldreu. The old man, as if conscious of
having discharged his dutv turned round,
and resumed his rest. On the morrow

not a trace id' the event was left on his
memory.
On another occasion, such was his vehe¬

mence in prayer, that fearing the rupture
of a bio /d vessel, his friends awoke him, but
tbe interruption affected him so much tli .t
he became alarmingly ill f.»r some days, and
on his learning the probable cause of his sick-
ne»*. he implored them never to awaken him
again under such cirounistancos. for that
his experiences both of mind and body had
been indescribably painful ever since.

These phenomoua occurred state-Uy, to
the cl.se of his life, which was prolonged to

the advanced period of over fourscore years

To get up and shave, w hen
tired of lying awake, sure ot goiug to sleep
immediately after, had long beeu a habit of
his. There wan an amusing exchange of
sorrows, also, between him and Mr. Kenne¬
dy, as to |>erseeution by autograph hunters,
though the ex-Seeratary gave rather the
strongest instance, mentioning an unknown
man who had written to him, when at the
bead of the X'avy Department, requesting, as

one of his constituents, to be furnished with
autographs of all the Presidents, of himself
and tiie rest of the Cabinet, and of any other
distinguished men with whom he might be
in correspondence!
